“It was Mrs, Mopkins,” he said, “who
gave us the money vo build the old
church, and when it was burned down
she was the first to come forward with
a promise of aid for its rebuilding.
With her we must thank also Dr. Rob-
ert Mackenzle, whose untiring efforts
made it possible for us to rebuild.”

A receptacle containing a copy of the
bible and the Presbyterian confession of
faith, together with the names of the
members of the congregation was de-
posited under the stone by Mrs, Doane.
The silver trowel which was used in
the ceremony was given by Shreve &
Co. to the members tor presentation to
Mrs. Mackenzie,
