the greatest aid to peace was seen, ac-
cording to the speaker, as these im-
provements made war more, futile, as

He has Just returned from a trip to
Oregon in the interests of the peace so-
ciety.

.There must be Incluslveness of tem-
perament. "Some people shout "Halle-
lujah!" when in church. Others scorn
this. The church must be broad and
welcome both. There must be inclusive-
ness of intellect. 'Of two^of my best
friends, one Is an old woman who can
not read orfwrite, and the other, a pro-
fessor,* is probably the greatest philoso-
pher In the worldl lam proud of them
both. The congregation must run- the
whole gamut from knowledge to illiter-
acy. -God respects individuality. He
never made two leavesialike nor two
faces nor two spirits. Inever yet saw
a man with whom Iwould trade body,
face or soul. God made meiwhat Iam,
and Ihave no quarrel with God. »

The social. problems of the world are
puzzling the people, and they are m6st
of.them in doubt. However, the church
can not be used to set them In the light,
as the church can preach but absolute
democracy, and all men are equal in the
house of God. The world needs the In-
fluence of the church. James RussellLowell, who was by no means, an ortho-
dox Christian, was right when he said
that no spot 10 miles square where
there was no church was fit for a de-
cent man's family to live in.

The church, as Isaid before, must be
inclusive. Itmust include a man's fam-
ily, in this respect differing from a
lodge. Ibelong to a lodge myself, but
Ican not take my wife or family, there.
Ihave nothing to say against the lodge,
but when a man belongs to five or six
and can talk of nothing else there issomething wrong with that man. This
same lodge business is breaking out in
the women, too,Iam sorry to say. The
church includes both sexes in its mem-
bership, and should also beNinclusive in
regard to age. :The church should also
be inclusive as regards poverty -or
wealth. Riches in themselves do noth-
ing for a man. For instance, let me ask
who the richest man in George Wash-
ington's time was. No one knows. The
greatest man ever'born in the United
States, one to whom the kings of the
earth looked up, died a poor man. His
name was Abraham Lincoln.

Following the prayer, rendered by
Rev. S.» D. Hutsinpiller, \u25a0 district super-
intendent of the Methodist churches,
Bishop Hughes' formally dedicated the
edifice, speaking on^ the: needs: of the
new church In the .future and its aims.
