Court Rules All Residents En=
titled to Water

NAPA, Sept. 2.—A decision in the im-
portant water rights case of Charles
Fillipini et al, vs. Cleora U. Hewlett et
al. has been made by Judge Gesford
in the superior court here. The ques-
tion involved was one of riparian
rights, raised by parties living on Hui-
chica creek west of this city, plaintiffs
asserting that defendants had dammed
water for irrigation, permitting none to
flow past the dam for the benefit of
those below.

The court allowed the defendants
water for domestic purposes, permitting
the rest to flow down to plaintiffs, who
likewise may use the amount neces-
sary for domestic use, and what re-
mains both are entitled to use for ir-
rigation.

The question of riparian rights has
been a source of much vexatious litiga-
tion in this section and the decision

OAKLAND, Sept., 2.—It is worse for
a husband to chase his wife about the
house with an ax, threaten to Kkill her
and call her vile names than it is for
the wife to wear false hair and take
a cat into bed with her. To this ef-
fect Judge Wells decided today in
handing down a decision that gave
Mrs. Ella Tillmany an interlocutory
decree of divorce agalnst her husband,
Jacob. Mrs. Tillmany brought suit
originally, setting forth the ax wield-
ing, the threats and the curses as in-|
stances off cruelty.
