Moisture also works its way
if the rubber has been cut through |
fabric a weak spot develops |
tear or break later under
unusually severe strain. All cuts
should be treated when the car returns
from a run. There is a special paste
1t used, will add |
to the life of a tire. Cuts are easily |
treated when they first occur, and a
little attention to points Illke these
makes a great difference in tire cost.” |

| Sectional Hatred Has Not Yet
Burned Itself Out

Judge Chipman pointed to the strict
difference in the political thought of
the north and the south; to the action
of the Arkansas confederate bodies,
which refused to take into their ranks
those of their comrades who accepted

in, and

pardons just before the close of the
war and te the strong sentiment in
the minds of the southerners that the
cause for which they fought was just

and that the northern principles were
unjust,

“So long as this sentiment exists,” he
said, “there will remain that feeling
of separation between the north and
the south.”
