J. N. Willys of the Overland auto-
mobile company is a good roads en-
thusiast, claiming that all the benefits
we are now receiving from im-
proved highways can be directly at-
tributed to the coming of the motor
car.

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AUTOMOBILE MEN
MEET AT LUNCHEON

Hayden Eames of the Studebaker

Company Tells of Big De-
mand for Motor Cars

The luncheon given to'  Hayden
Eames, general manager of the Stude-
baker automobile company, and E. Le
Roy Pelletier, the advertising manager
of the same company, by Chester N.
Weaver, the head of the local house at
the Cliff house, yesterday afternoon,
was a4 great syccess. It was a most
representative gathering, there being
present Studsbaker men from all over
the coast. During the afternoon
Hayden Eames, in discussing the auto-
mobile outlook, said:

“With the various automobile fac
tories of the east working a full force
of men the year round it w#ill be im-
possible to produce an. oversupply
against ithe spring demand for cars.

“At this rate more than 200,000 cars
will be manufactured during this
period, but, even at that, the demand
will by far exceed the supply. With
quantity production so perfected as
it is now and which is especially true
with the Studebakers, ene can get a
car of greater value than has ever
before been the case. This (nvt has
accelerated the demand again, and
with every small drop in the price of
cars the range of possibilities is In-
créased. This explains why for the
first time in the history of the in-

practical to keep a full force working
| the year round. :

| “In the early days the automobile
was looked upon as purely a fad and
pleasure vehicle, absolutely unﬁv.le_d
for winter use. Now we find that in
those states where there are heavy
snowfalls as well as in the states
whi¢ch have a rainy season the com-
forts of the automobile are even
greater than those of the car durn‘yz
the pleasant touring season of the
summer. Not 10 per cent of _the
owners now lay up thelr cars durm_g
the winter season. All of which is
due to the great improvementis tl}a(
have been made on the cars of earlier
dates.”

E. Le Roy Pelletier, who is recog-
nized by the men who are leaders in
the industry as one of the best posted
automobile men in the country, reiter-
ated Bames’ views and added that he
has the utmost confidence in the future
and permanency of the industry. ;

“The Studebaker concern alone,” said
Pelletier, “during the next year will
manufacture 46,400 cars, reprgsentlng
$39,000,000 in volume. This includes
the big Studebaker ‘40s’, ,the Stude-
baker E-M-F ‘308, the Studebaker-
Flanders ‘20s’, the Studebaker electric

pleasure vehidles and commercial
trucks.
“There is a bigger future for the

commercial truck at the present time
than there ever has been in the past
The prospects for it are even better
than that of the electric pleasure ve-
hicle. The progress of the commercial
thuck has been retarded by unintelli-
gent application of it and to eliminate
this feature the Studebaker concern
maintaifis a force of expert engineers,
the sole duties of which are to study
the conditions of the concerns contem-
plating their use. By doing this it is
hoped to and eventually will eliminate
the desire on the part of some makers
simply to sell their stuff.”

Both Pelletier and Eames will leave
Tuesday morning for Portland and Se-
attle, where they will visit the Stude-
baker branches. On leaving these cities
they will return direct to the factory
at South Bend, Ind.
