London Tube Contrivance to
Regulate Traffic

Some of our readcrs may have
noticed at several stations on the tube
rallways, says the London Globe, a dial
placed at the far end of the platform
bearing the numbers from 1 {o 1%
round it and a single indicator,

The Tramway and Railway World
explains that this indicator tells the
motorman in charge of a train the
interval which has elapsed since the
preceding train left the station, so that
the running of his train may be regu-
lated with a view to securing as regu-
lar an interval as possible.

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JORGENSEN CENTENARY

Occupation by Fearless Sailor
and Crew Recalled

It is just 100 years ago, as a Munieh
paper recalls, ‘' that a Jorgen
Jorgensen, the son of a wateh maker
at Copenhagen, took possession of Ice-
land. He landed with 20 sailors and
a dozen rascals ef mno occupation, and
captured and imprisoned Danish
governor, threatening to shoot the first
man who came to his assistance

Jorgensen’'s ship also began to open
fire, so the Icelanders capitulated, and
the conqueror issued a proclamation in
which he assured the independence of
the island, promised the inhabitants
tiberties and benefits of all sorts, abol-

certain

{ished all the taxes payable to Denmark,

and set free all the native prisoners.
For himself Jorgensen annexed th
treasury, confiscated all Danish prop-

erty, created himself king and signed
1 his orders ‘“Protector of Iceland and
Supreme commander of the Naval and
Military Forces, Rex, Jorgen Jorgen-
sen.”

In July, 1809, the new king set out

on a journey across his kingdom, with
the object, his subjects said, of get-
ting hold of the local treasurfes But
on August 9 while he was still] awayv,
an English man ‘o war, then as unow
the poiiceman of the seas, appeared off
Reikjavik, and in a few minutes over-
threw the new kingdom, rad

existed just six weeks Jorgensen was
taken to London, where lived in
comfort on the proceeds his raid
but his late subjects were less fortu-
nate, as they had to repay the Danes
all that the gadventurer had taken

from them.
