Johnson Says He Will Keep'on Going as
Long as There Are Any Heavies Left

Not in years has any fight in or about
this city caused the tongues of the gos-
sipers to wag as they are wagging now
about the Johnson-Ketchel affair of
last Saturday afternoon. Nine out of
every 10 men who saw the contest are
sure that there was some sort of a job
framed up, but none of them seem to
be quite able to dope it out. Promoter
Jim Coffroth, the two principals and
Willis Britt ams highly indignant be-
causef the reflections cast upon them.
They advance all sorts of theories to
back up their assertions and challenge
anybody to show any clew {o a fake.

Everybody is talking about that
mysterious punch which KXKetchel is
supposed to have floored the heavy
weight champion with. Johnson says
he felt it, Ketchel says he landed it
and Referee Jack Welsh says he saw it,
but outside of these three there are no
affidavit men on the job. If the punch
was landed, it certainly was the fastest
and most deceptive in history.

Promoter Coffroth declares that he

aid Johnson that $10,000 side bet on
Saturday evening after the receipts of
the fight were counted up. Britt bears
him out in this and Johnson also says
that he got his, but the general public
does not know, and, perhaps, it is none
of the general public’s business. The
way the side bet was handled right be-
fore the battle gave rise to many ru-
mors which still cling to the minds of
the fans.

LARGE CROWD PRESENT

“The fight drew the largest crowd in
point of numbers in theglocal history
of the game save the Jeffries-Corbett
battle at Mechanics' pavilion in 1903,”
says Coffroth. “There were 8,400 paid
admissions, 600 less than passed
through the gate at the Jeffries-Cor-
bett affair. Every ticket *was disposed
of and several hundred stood up in the
aisles and in the gallery.”

“I
am in this business to make money
and if I want to make money I will
have to keep going. I would rather
fight than go on the stage, because
there is more money in it. If they
can dig up somebody to send in against
me, I am ready any time, provided
that there is money enough in it.
JOHNSON IS ON THE JOB

“I may fight Jaek Burns in Los An-
geles soon. I have a good offer from
Tom MecCarey and if nothing else comes
up, I probably will take it. Ketchel
has asked for another match and T
said I would give it to him. But I
don’'t see the use of this. I beat him
fairly and squarely yesterday, so what
is the use of fighting the battle over
again?

“In the meantime, I am waliting for
Jeffries. IHe will be here soon, un-
derstand. Well, let him go right ahead

and talk business with me. He will
find me ready and willing at any time.
This is the match I want, though I
do not think that Jeffries ever will
consent to it. If he ever does, he can
get all the action he Is looking for.”
Willis Britt was rather crestfallen
and downhearted In appearance. He
says that he and his meal ticket came

out of the fight with nothing. All Britt
has to console him is a pair of Ketchel's
teeth which Johnson knocked out.
Britt is thinking of having a set of
dice made out of them, and if he can
make a few passes he may win back
what he lost to Johnson.

“What we want is another fight with
Johnson,” says Britt., “We still be-
lieve we can lick him. Steve was a
bit careless.” That's why he was
knocked out.. If he had guarded him-
self when he knocked Johnson down,
he could have made it a knockout
there. It's pretty tough to come so
clogse to the heavy weight champion-
ship and then blow it.

WANTS ONE MORE CHANCE
“This little defeat ¢
stop Ketchel. He will keep right on
fighting and he will go right up again.
We will fight Langford any time, if we
get the proper inducements. Coffroth
has already made a preposition to me
regarding that Boston smoke, and it-is
possible tha? we will get together and
make this match pretty soon. s
“Yes, we will fight Papke again, on
condition that he will stand uF and
fight and not dog it like he did
last time. We won't make any weight
for Papke, though. Ketchel is
heavyweight now, and he can’'t afford
to take any chances of making ringside
weight any more. If Mr. Papke wants
any more of Ketchel's game, let him
speak up quickly.”
Coffroth believes that the moving
ictures will be a great success. He
as already booked them in Hammer-
stein's, New York, and Tiv. Kreling
will leave for Gotham in the morning
with the films. They will also be
presented here as soon as they are
printed. Miles Brothers, who took the
plctures, say they are the finest mo-
tion pictures ever taken of a fight.
Coffroth had planned to leave for
New York in the morning, but he will
postpone his trip till Wegdnesday. He
wants to be here to take in the first
day of the Portola festivities, so he
will let his other business slide. The
promoter will be ameong the first to
meet Jeffries when the big fellow sets
foot on American soil again.

JEFF DECLARES HIMSELF

Jeffries evidently does not think very
much of Johnson's victory over Ket-
chel, as the following dispatch will
show:

QUEENSTOWN, Oct. 17.—When

James J. Jeffries heard pof Jack John-
son’s victory over Stanley Ketchel at
San Francisgo he said this would in no
way affget his plans. Ketchel, he
added, was only a middle weight, and
not by any means the best of the
middle weights.
. “Ketchel,” continued Jeffries, “is try-
ing to feed himself up to make the
heavy weight class, but it will only
weaken him. Johnson is not much of
a fighter and he never met a good man.
His fight with Burns was no test.
Burns is a newspaper fighter. I can
only hope that Johnsen will cover my
money. I would not fight him if I
did not think I could beat him.”

Jefiries now weighs 230 pounds and
he says he will fight at 210 or 212.

If nobody else wants any of John-
son’s gaff he will find a waiting op-
ponent in the ever faithful Sam Lang-
ford, the man who is so good that he
can not get a fight with any one of
them. A message from Boston last
night says that Langford challenges
Johnson, and his manager, Joe Wood-
man, declares that he will immediately
post any sized forfeit Johmson names
and allow the same to go as a side bet.

It does not appear that there will be
much of a chance to make this match,
however, for the reason that two cel-
ored fighters would not draw much
money. Langford is unquestionably on
the square with his challenge, for Sam
is continually on the look out for some-
body to fight him.
