The railway
company turned everything in the
hatchery over to tU»'trout farm dtree-
tors and the board of supervisors gave
them a lease of the lot on. which the
building•stood.

They
are of th© opinion, too. that they were
illegally ousted and. woujdbe. successful
In an action for damages-against the
board of supervisors. They decided,
however,-to. let the matter drop and
erect a Hatchery of their own on their
farm. So as matters stand ail that
Ukiah can boast of in the Way of a fish
hatchery is a building lacking equip-
