Captain Maro of the Cascade reported
the damage to his steamer "Jight."
This is what the Slade's bowsprit did
to the Cascade before it broke off: It
tore the smokestack off,its base and
laid it,battered into a shapeless mass
of junk, across the deck; it tore away
a large section of rail, ripped out the
stanchions that supported the jafter
superstructure;" tore part of the su-
perstructure into kindling; knocked
the- roof off the wheelhouse, and
wrecked the rigging on the port side,
fore and aft.

The Slade .is owned -by the Slade
lumber company. The Charles R. Me-
Cormick company owns the Cascade
and will probable settle- for the dam-
atjre to the schooner, as under the law a
saiUng vessel has the right of way.

The American-Hawaiian company's

freighter Mexican, which sailed yes-
terday for Salina Cruz, carried a cargo
of more than 15,000 tons, made up en-
tirely of Pacific coast products. The
biggest part of the cargo was produced
in California. The freight included
ii.OOO barrels of California wine for New
York and heavy shipments of- canned
salmon, fruit and vegetables and dried
fruit for New York and Europe. -The
Mexican's cargo will be taken across
the isthmus of Tehuantepec .by-rail and
re-shipped Ht Puerto Mexico, part of it
for New York, and about 2,000 tons for
Europe. The company's last, steamer
to Salina Cruz, the Alaskan, carried a
cat-go which was practically a dupli-
cate of the freight shipped by .the
Mexican. The Arizonan's cargo;;in-
cluded :',OOO tons' of California prod-
ucts for Europe. Recently compiled
estimates show \u25a0 that Europe' takes
about i>o per cent of the products of
this state, and that more than half of
these exports are carried from here -by
the American-Hawaiian line and are
shipped by the Tehuantepec railroad to
Puerto Mexico, where steamers of half
a dozen nationalities are now running
regularly from all parts of Europe.
