The official recount by the city
council over, it will proceed at once
with the issuance of the bonds, which
are to bear, interest at A% per cent.

Mayor Mott some time ago declared
that the time would be ripe this fall
and winter for the floating of« a big
bond issue. He reiterated this thought
today when discussing his plans. He
said:
, "First of all, the bonds just voted
must bo sold. That will not require
much time, as eastern financiers have
shown an interest in theni and have
declared they will find a ready- sale.
Then the precise plans and specifica-
tions for the projects must be prepared
by the engineers and architects, based
on .the tentative plans prepared for the
purpose of voting. These plans, of
course, must come within the cost of
the. plans prescribed, in the bonding
propositions. \

"The seawall type. of wharves will
prevail in the building of wharves be-
tween Broadway and Market street.
Tentative plans for the city hall and
"hall of justice have .been prepared for
preliminary purposes, but a competition
will bo held for the acceptance of final
plans. After the plans have been pre-
pared bids will be called for on the
various projects. ,
