District Attorney Donahue to Test Proposed
Evasion of Anti-Gambling Law

[Special Dispalch to The Call]

OAKLAND,Nov. IS.
—

Accepting oral
bets from all comers or the general
public, recording bets o* purchasing
concessions from the racetrack man-
agement in order to take bets were
construed by District Attorney W. H.
Donahue today violations of the new
anti-betting law passed by the lastlegislature at a conference held in Dis-
trict Attorney Donahue's office. Bets
between Individuals will not be inter-
fered with.

Assemblyman Frank Otis. who
fathered the law; Attorney Earll H.
Webb, who took a leading part in thecampaign against racetrack gambling;
State Senator Frank Leavitt, who led
the opposition, and Attorney Henry
Ach, representing the New California
jockey club, were present at the con-
ference.

At the close of the meeting Donahue
said:

"Bets. bet ween individuals may go on
without molestation. Any person, how-
ever, who takes bets from the general
public or from all comers will be
deemed liable to arrest and prosecution.
Recording of bets is also against the
law as Ihave construed it. Purchasing

of concessions from the racetraVk man-
agement is another action which Ibe-
lieve the law shuts out. There willbe
prosecutions based on every alleged
violation of any of these points. The
law will be thoroughly tested in court
and -from every possible point.

"Iwillhave plain clothes men in at-
tendance at the track on the opening
day. and they willbe instructed to make
arrests in every such Instance as Ihave
outlined. *U

"Ihave read the New York state de-
cision on the law which broke up track
gambling there and on which the Cali-
fornia law is modeled and Ibelieve that
our law absolutely prohibits racetrack
gambling.

"It certainly prohibits book making

and the recording of bets." . ,
Donahue also included the proposed

depositing of cash with an outside
stake holder and the presenting of a
credit slip for that amount to any other
person by oral betting under the ban.
This would come under the head of
recording bets in his 'opinion.

The first arrest made will be rushed
through to trial in order to secure the
courts' opinion as early' as possible
upon all the disputed features.
