BAZAAR IN AIDOFCHURCH BUILDING

TWENTY DEAD MEN ARE LOCATED IN MINE

Three years of as sordid and scandal-
ous family bickerings as ever trailed
their way through the local courts, or
were given to the public through the
local press, reached their culmination
yesterday afternoon; in the attempted

suicide of Carina Temple, divorced wife
of Warner Temple, an English attor-
ney, with offices In the Mills building.

Mrs. Temple made an effort to end her
life by. drinking carbolic acid in her
room at the Irving hotel, 447 Eddy
street, and for some time it was be-

lieved that she could not be saved. She
was taken to the central emergency

hospital, where heroic measures were
undertaken by Doctors Hoffman-and
Sampson, and late last night it was an-
nounced that she would survive.

Sensational as was Mrs. Temple's en-i

deavor to commit suicide, it was very
much in line -with several other., inci-
dents of her checkered career of the
.last three.years. Illness, despondency
and poverty were the causes assigned
for her act by those who were ac-
quainted with her affairs, but her hus-
band assigned a very different reason,
charging this act, as he has others, to
her alleged excesses and overindul-
gence in liquor.

About 3:30 yesterday afternoon Mrs.
Temple called -lg Simon, proprietor of
the Irving hotel, to her room. Inform-
ing him that she had taken carbolic
acid. She collapsed as the last words
left her lips and did not regain con-
sciousness until late 'last night. Dur-
ing the afternon her daughter, Marjo-
rie, whom Mrs. Temple had not seen
for more than a year, was sent to the
hospital by Temple and remained at
her mother's bedside for several hours.

The Temple family scandal has run
the whole gamut of sensationalism, the
last twist of which was an attempt
made by Mrs. Temple to publiclyhorse-
whip her husband during the progress
of their tangled divorce proceedings.
Incidentally, she once had him arrested
upon a charge of having wronged the
daughter, Marjorie.¥i *

. Temple is 62 years old, and was an
English barrister. The two, were mar-
ried at the English embassy in Paris in
IS9O. The suit for divorce was filed
by Mrs. Temple shortly after the fire,

and in ;September of the same year
Temple responded wlta a cross com-
plaint in which he accused her of ha-
bitual intoxication, cruelty and inhu-
man actions.

An order of ex-
communication against Mrs. Augusta E.
Stetson of New York, for years re-
Karded as one of the most prominent

and powerful members of the Christian

-Science denomination, was issued today

by the board of directors of the mother
church of this city, supreme^jauthority
of the organization.

In their order the directors stated
that a conference of more than three
days had ronvinced them of the truth
of charges against Mrs. SZetson, namely
that she had worked against interests
of the church and of members of the
church who wore not her followers,
and that she had persisted in teachings
and practices that are contrary to
Christian Science.

Excommunication is rarely resorted
to in the Christian Science church, and
in- view of Mrs. Stetson's prominence
today's action was regarded as. most
flrastic. Mrs. Stetson formerly was first
reader of the- First Church of Christ,
Scientist, of New York city, and until
her suspension today was pastor emer-
itus of that church at a salary of
55,0i'0 a year.
'
Inanswer to a summons by the board

«{ directors Mrs. Stetson Monday ap-
jif-ared before the board of directors at
the mother church. The session was
secret, no one being present except Mrs.
Stetson, her counsel, witnesses and the
directors. The conferences continued
three days, or for more than 28 hours.

The board of directors made known
iheir rulingin the following1statement:

A complaint ajruinst Mrs. Augrusta E. Stftson
"«.f Npti »<>rk war tiled with the board of dir«>ct-
ure of the First Church of Christ (Scientist) in
Bostrta November li. 1909. She was immediatelj-
furnis'twd wiiha copy of It and a copy of the
following ordere:

in support or defense of complainant should be
prfMsented in form affidavits or documents, ex-
«v»pt that any eridence given or statement made
b| the complainant or tbc accused should be
Siven or m»d» orally and in the presence of di-
rutorf-; that the accused should bare the right
to the osfcUtajpf'e of cour.wl, and that the case
\u25bahoiild be beard. oomtneucinß November 15.

The hmrintr commenced at that time and was
f-onrluded Xfvemlior 17. Mrs. Stetson wag pres-
ent with her counsel. The evidence in nupport
of thp complainant consisted of the affidavits of
27 persons, fly letters written by Mrs. Stetwm
to her students am* a corajtosite letter written by
some of her ttudeutfc and approved by her. The
evidence in defense of the complaint consisted of
nn«> affidavit, two letters and Sirs. Stetson's per-
mn«l testimony and statements.

After considering the evidence it was the unan-
fmoes conclusion that the charges bad been
proved and were true. Mrs. Stetson's name was
then dropped from tfce roll of membership of
•aid chnrcb.

The offenseg proved eraicst Mrs. Stetson were
of two kinds: First, working apalnst the inter-
ests of the members of this church who are not
her followers and acslnst the teachings of tbis
church; second, persisting in teachings and prac-
tices which are contrary to Christian Science.

As for myself, neither death, nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things
present, nor things to come, nor belgbt. nor
depth, nor any other creature shall be able to
separate me from the love of <lod, which is in
Christ our Lord, and in Mary Baker Eddy, my
beloved loader.

Lowell Observatory, at Flagstaff
to Enrich Museum

Lowell, director of the Lowell ob-
servatory at this place, has been asked
by the German national museum, an
institution in which all of.the funda-
mental discoveries and inventions in
science are being preserved, for rec-
ords of the observatory's work, to be
placed on exhibition in that institution.

The material asked for comprises a
series of photographs of Mars and
Jupiter, spectra of Mars, showing
water vapor and comparison spectra:
spectra of other planets, and the char-
acteristic star spectra exhibited at
Dresden last summer by Sllpher.

The honor which has thus been con-
ferred by the German national mu-
seum upon the observatory here Is con-
sidered one of the greatest, says Doctor
Lowell, and this is the first American
observatory to be distinguished in this
wa y.
