UNCERTAIN TONE
IN STOCK MARKET

NEW YORK, Dec. 14.—The stock mar-
ket today was still characterized by the
wide movements in stocks not usually
prominent in the deslings. The sudden
awakening into activity of these at ad-
vancing prices was accompanied in some
cases by “deal” rumors. Hers and thers
were slight signs of reinvestment demand
in anticipation of the profits to be avail-
able for use after the first of the year. In
the bond market, where it is usually most
marked, it has made no perceptible im-
pression at all, the demand for bonds con-
tinuing inert up to this time.

The speculating movement was halting
and irregular. The active strength of the
first hour secmed to be taken llentl‘O
of to effect some distribution of stocks,
and the tone was drooping thereafter. The
action of Reading was of large sympathetic
effect in this result. That stock after
early strength gold off on reports that the
meeting of directors to act on the dividend
weculd be held tomorrow.

Attention was attracted by a report that
the United States steel corporation will
assign preferred stock for subscription to
employes this year, in pursuance of the
profit sharing plan, instead of common
stock, for which the employes were al-
lowed to subscribe at 50 last January.

Preparations for enforcing the corpora-
tion tax are a cause of disquiet to cor-
porations.

Adroit use is being made in the specu-
lation of the varying rumors of the merger
of the so called Guggenheim copper prop-
erties, of which official details were lack-
ing yesterday.

Interest rates for 60 day and six month
loans were lowered today, with increased
offerings and lessened demand. Call loans
again touched 5 per cent, although heavy
digsbursements for tomorrow, including the
Standard oil dividend, did not seem to at-
fect the market. Foreign exchange rates
were higher again, and gold was engaged
for shipment to South America.
