CORPORARUN LAWS

Measure Approved by President
Tait to Be Presented to
Congress Today-

Forieiture of Charter to Follow
Attempt to Monopolize [n-
terstate Trade

WASHINGTON, Feb, 6.—The federal
incorporation bill to embody the rec-
ommendations made in his special

message by President Taft will be in-
troduced in congress tomorrow, prob-
ably by Senator Clark of Wyoming and
Representative Parker of New Jersey,
chairmen, respectively, of the senate
and house committees on judiciary.

The final draft, an outline of which
follows, differs materially from the
earlier drafts represents several
months of study by the president and
his cabinet,

No corporation formed under the
terms of the proposed act will be per-
mitted to hold stock in any other cor-
poration; nor could any corporation
organized under the act or the laws of

any state or foreign country for the
purpose of any like business hold the
stock of a corporation formed under
this act; and mno such corporation
would be permitted to have banking
powers.

PENALTY FOR MONOPOLY

Forfeiture of charter may result if
any corporation organized under the
act enters into any combination
against interstate or foreign trade or
shall attempt to monopolize any part
thereof contrary to the Sherman act.
The charters of all corporations
made subject to alterati‘(m, suspension
or repeal by congress.

Annual reports must be filed with the
bureau of corporations, and the com-
missioner of the bureau may call for
special reports. Ten days after the
declaration of any dividend a financial
statement showing the amount of net
earnings must be filed with the com-
missioner of corporations.

DIRECTORS MUST BE CITIZENS

At least a majority of the directors
of the corporations are required at all
times to be citizens of the United
States and bona fide residents therein.

Stock may be paid for in ecash or in
property, but every certificate of stock
issued in payment for property must
contain a statement that it is so issued.

No stock with a par value-may be
issued in payment of property acquired
by the corporation to an amount ex-
ceeding the value approved by the com-
missioner of corporations after ap-
praisement.

PROVISIONS FOR SECURITY
Provisions are the increase

and

made for

or decrease of the capital stock of a
corporation and for other amendments
to the articles of association by vote

of two-thirds of the stock holders of
the corporation. On similar vote the
corporation may borrow money, issue

bonds and mortgage property.
Whenever a corporation shall fail to
pay any written obligation at ma-
turity the commissioner of corpora-
tions shall appoint a special agent to

examine into its condition. If this
agent ; reports that the corporation’s
condition is so unsound the commis-

sioner may appoint a receiver.

The real and personal property of
corporations are to be subject to state,
county and municipal tax. TIncorpora-
tion fees are to be paid amounting to
one-tenth of 1 per cent of the total
capital up to $10,000,000; one-twentieth
of 1 per cent from $10,000,000 to $20,-
000,000, and $250 on every million dol-
lars in excess of $20,000,000,

USED AS A MONEY BOX

Sister of Owner Has Coffin

Opened to Get Treasure

A novel version of the hidden treas-
ure story comes from Brussels. In a
provincial town a man possesSed of a
wooden leg died and was buried, says
the London Globe. After the funeral
his will was found, and it announced
that his personality, consisting of notes

for %000 francs would be found in a
cavity of the wooden leg. The sister
applied for an order for exhumation

and the notegs were found as the tes-
tator had indicated. Had this happened
in the time of Cartouche, whose story
is so entertainingly told by Thack-
eray, we can easily imagine tha't bandit
stopping the man with the wooden leg
on the highway and demanding, *“Your

leg or your life.” Such an adventure
would have appealed to this sducated
scoundrel and embelkished his life's
story.

PENNY POST INCREASES
MAIL MATTER IN FRANCE

Post Cards Show Correspond-
ing Diminution

The introduction of the penny post in
France for letters has greatly increased
the number of such letters passing
through the postoflice. The Offeicl
states that for the year 1908 the num-
ber af letters dealt with was 1,180,977,-
501, against 884,596,449 in the year 1905.
This shows an increase of 296,381,052
letters, or 35 per cent. But, on the other
hand, the postcards have had more than
a corresponding diminution, and it is
said that they have practically disap-
peared. The real increase in the num-
ber of objects carried is 287,238,077, and
the postal revenue has declined by
9,000,000 france, or £360,000.

Aberdeen Authorities Believe

CHINESE ARMY FINDS
PIGTAIL A HINDRANCE

Queue Is to Be Abolished as
Unmilitary Appendage

The fact that the pigtail is to be
abolished in the Chinese army as “a
hopelessly unmilitary appendage’” is
another sign of the leavening process
which is at work in the Middle King-
dom, says the Westminster Gazette.
The queus was orviginally, as is well
known, a badge of servitude, but it
has long played a not unimportant

part in the Chinese system of etigquette.
Sometimes, when the nature of his
work necessitates it, the queue is tem-
porarily wound in a coil round the
neck or shoulders, but no Chinese sery-
ant or inferior would ever appear with
it arranged thus before his master or
superior, It should always hang down
behind, and one can easily see. how
awkward an ornament it might be on
the battlefield. Japan began her “ecivil- |
ization” by abandoning the “topknot,”
but if the pigtail is, like small feet,
to disappear from China there will be
nothing distinctive of the celestial left.

BELGIUM'S FARMERS'
CATER TO BRITISH

During the last tweo years Belgium has sent to
the London market £330,000 worth of fruit and
vegetables annually. The country is well situ-
ated for transport, and the services are che "ap,
regular and frequent, says the London Globe.
