Street maps
just completed by Superintendent of
Streets Howe show that there is al-
most as great a mileage to be cared

for in the annexed district a3 there i3
in the entire old cUy. His compila-

tions show 20S miles in the annexed
district out of 472 miles in the whole
city.

Necessarily, says Howe, the most
costly and difficult worki3to be done
in the annex, where there are miles
of unimproved streets which must be
paved by the city. Many of the stre«rx
listed as macadamized have been worn
out, and new paving or dressings must
be laid soon.

Howe's records show In the annex
84 miles of roughly graded streets and
roads; 47 miles of roadways, with a
20 foot strip of macadam in the crow.i

of the roadbed, but without curbing

and guttering; 43 miles of macadam-
ized streets; 23 miles of macadamized
roads, and only 11 miles of surveyed
streets not graded.

-BERKELEY. Feb. 21.—Rev. George

M. Searle, a Paulist priest, who has
been appointed head of the Newman
club of the 'Catholic students of the
university, does not take much stock
in the theory that, the tail of Halley's
comet willsnuff out all life on the earth
on account of the deadly cyanogen gas.
of which it is largely composed. Father
Searle, whose work on Halley's comet
is WOll known, enjoys an International
reputation as an astronomer and math-
ematician.

"We passed through a comet in the
early sixties." said Father Searle to-
day, "and we knew nothing of our ex-
periences until it was all over. There
is no possibility of danger through con-
tact with the comet, which, though
many times larger than the sun, is a
thin airy mass and /not a solid body.

Now if it.were a solid body like Venu3
we would be able tojdlscern it on the
face of the sun. Idoubt whether the
passage of the comet through space be-
tween the earth and sun will even
cause an obscuration visible to the
human eye."

The comet he said would bo visible
to the naked eye about the middle of
April and could be seen in the early
morning. Itwill approach nearest the

earth May 18.
Rev Father Searle has made a deep

study of Halley's comet and was the
lirst to announce the transit of the
comet over the sun's face.

STOLEN DOG PROVED
UNDOING OF THIEF

OAKLAND,Feb. 21.—A break for lib-
erty was made by two prisoners in the
city chaingang this afternoon at the
city quarry in the Piedmont hills. One

of the pair, George Rowley, a vagrant,

made good his escape by running up

the side of a hill while three police-

men stood below firing at him with

rifles. He was last seen running north-
ward.

The other prisoner who attempted to
escape, Jesse Russell, doing time for
petty larceny, was so frightened at the
rifle shots that he dropped to the
ground and was recaptured.

The break was made while the gang
was busy in the rock quarry. Three
patrolmen were keeping guard. Jauk
Scanlan, Thompson and Michael Powers.
They saw the two begin their race, and
all three trained their rifles, firing over
the fujritives' heads.

Rowley was sent to the chain gang
for six months by Police Judge Sam-
uels less than a week ago on a charge
of vagrancy, to which he had pleaded
guilty, with the request that he be
given a jail sentence. He is a drug
victim,and hoped to overcome the habit
by confinement and work. The police
expect to find him in an opium resort.
