Spirited bidding, in which L,. Gump,
representing S. &. G. Gump, the art
dealers, took a prominent part, .pre-
ceded the purchase of the miniatures.
But Mrs. McDonald, who Is a wealthy
woman, showed that she had set hei
heart upon the paintings, and Gump
withdrew from the contest each time.
