gangway and carried away about 20
feet of teak rail on the upper deck.

The Tenyo landed 2,000 tons of cgu‘go
at Honolulu and left at the island port
70 Russlans and 105 Filipihos, who
have ‘heen éngaged to work on the
plantations. The liner brought only
three Hindus to this port, but it was
net the fault of King Edward's tur-
baned subjects that there were no
more. More than 100 wanted to come,
but were refused passage because they
were suffering from trachoma. This
