Files Brief in Opposition to Gov-

Contends Corporations Merged
With New Jersey Company

WASHINGTON, March 8.—Basing its
case largely on its claim that the cor-
porations merged with the Standard
oil company of 'New Jersey in 1889
were noncompeting at that time, and
on the allegation that the interpreta-
tion given to the Sherman anti-trust
law by the lower court would strike
down organized business, the Standard
0il eompany today filed in the supreme
court of the United States its brief
| 2gainst the dissolution of that organi-
zation.

This dissolution was ordered by the
circuit court of the United States for
the eastérn district of Missouri on a
petition filled by the government in
1906. Whether the deeree of dissolu-
tion shall stand will come up Monday
for oral argument.

CALLED BY DEATH

Former National Billiard Cham-
pion Succumbs to Tubercu-
losis in Denver

Last Wish Is That Son Become
Top Notcher or. Abandon
the Game

DENVER, Mareh 8.—Jacob Schaefer,
died at his home in this ecity at 11:55
o'clock today. He was a victim of tu-
berculosis,” from which he had been a
sufferer for more than two years.

At the bedside of the former cham-
pion at the time of his death were his
wife, daughter and son and his hrothe_r
Charles of Chicago. He had been ap-
parently hovering at the point of death
of more than a week.

Schaefer, -who had held all the im-
portant bililiard championships during
his career, was 55 years old. His body
will be taken to Chicago for burial.

Schaefer left a request that his son,
“Jake Junior,” should not he enceur-
aged into becoming a professional bil-
liard player uniess it hecame manifest
that the boy would be a topnitcher.

“If he can’'t become a champion don’t
let him pursue the game,” were the in-
structions to his wife and brother. “To
become a second rater means only that
he will become indolent probably,” he
added. “and rather than that I should
prefer he did not play billiards at all.”

Accordingly *“Jake Junior” will go
into the establishment of an intimate
friend of the late champion at Chicago
and will study to be an expert drafts-
man. In.the meantime the boy will
practice billiards at Charley Schaefer's
Forty-third sfreet biilliard room in Chi-
cago and under the eyve of his uncle will
demonstrate whether he has the prom-
ise of a champion. Charles Schaefer is
no novice at billiards, having years ago
won some important matches at three
cushion and cushion caroms. Jacob
Schoefer Jr. is 15 years of age and
while he occasionally runs 50 at balk
line, he has not as yet shown the bil-
liard genius of his father, who was an
expert player when eight years of age.

World's Greatest Player

CHICAGO, March 8.—Schaefer was
perhaps the greatest cilliard plaver in
the history of the “gentleman’s game.”
He repeatedly held the wold's cham-
pionship at 18.1 and 18.2 balk line bil-
liards.

Among the records held by Schaefer
was an unfinished run of 3,000 at
straight billiards on a four and a half
by nine table and a run of 566 at 14
inch balk line, anchor in.

His best average at 14 balk line,
anchor in, was 100. He is credited with
a run of 107 at 18 inch balk line (no
shot im). At cushion caroms he had an
average of 10. His best average at
straight rafl on a five by 10 table was
133 1-3,
