$60,104, reported last year, to at
least $125,000 for the coming 12months, and that a public meeting
of the men of this district be heldon April 12 to hear the reports of
the results accomplished.

Resolved, that we rejoice that
the laymen of the churches are
Msing up in large numbers to co-
operate with their pasj.org and mis-
sionary boards in the plan to evan-
gelize the world in this generation.

That we unite our efforts and
prayers in a persistent. attempt to
enlist the Christian men' of the
district covered by this convention
in undertaking their full propor-
tion of responsibility for the evan-
gelization of the world. ;•

That we earnestly recommend
the appointment in every congre-
gation of a strong missionary com-
mittee, which shall conduct a cam-
paign of education on the subject
of missions and shall also organize
and conduct a personal canvass of
every member and adherent of the
congregation, to the end that some
adequate, systematic contribution
to the cause of world evangeliza-
tion may be made by every one.

That we strongly urge the adop-
tion, of the weekly -system of mis*
sionary offerings as the most scrip-
tural, fair, businesslike and pro-
ductive method, believing that
when properly introduced and
worked it secures the largest pos-
sible educational, financial andspiritual results.

CANVASS IS URGED

R. M. Armstrong^ submitted the re-
port of the co-operating committee,
which met Friday to discuss the policy
to be recommended to the convention.
The report was referred to the several
church conferences and will come up
again at the final session of the con-
vention. It reads:

What is the solution of that
question? Why this: Ifyou bring
to those people our Christian civ-
ilization, just what Roosevelt re-
ferred to, with all its methods of
procedure, its judiciaj-y, its method
of ascertaining truth

—
ifyou bring

them this through the missionary
there willbe no trouble at all about
coming to an agreement with them
as to how we shall proceed to settle
these difficulties.

SUBBHTS KEPORT

Judge Morrow f?poke of the great
food that has been done in Turkey
by the insistence upon extra territorial
jurisdiction and support of the mis-
sionary work. He touched upon the
conditions in China and Africa,'saying
in part:

The statement of Theodore Roose-
velt upon arriving in Sudan the
other day is to me exceedingly sig-
nificant because Roosevelt does not
waste any words, and because he
has had a large political experience.
He said that the missionary move-
ment was of great practical value
in Africa. Those few words con-
veyed to me very great significance.
The missionary movement is of
jrreat practical value in extending
Christian civilization among the
natives of Africa. Ihave come to
the conclusion that it lies at the
very basis of finalpeace among the
nations.
Ori'OXEXTS' ARGUMENTS

Those who have been opposed to
the effort to secure the. peace of
nations by arbitration or by judi-
cial ararngement have said that it \u25a0

is impossible, that it cannot be
done. They have said we have. one.
language, those nations another;
we have one civilization, they have
another; we have one system of
administering ,law, they have.an-
other. How 'can y6u secure an
agreement with such a nation? If
your controversy is submitted to
arbitration or to a judicial dis-
position, what language; -wiiat law •

will be administered, what rules of
evidence will be appealed to, what
method shall be adopted? These
gentlemen say it is utterly out of
the question.
