KING PETER OF SERVIA
WILL VISIT THE CZAR

It Will Be His First Reception
by Another Sovereign

The visit of King Peter of Russia
this spring will be his first reception by
a foreign sovereign since he ascemded
the throne of Servia after the-assas-
sination of the rival house of the
Ohrenovitch. The significance of the
visit lies less in its effect uwpon Balkan
politics than in the influence upon other
monarchs of the czar's recognition of
the Servian king.

Peter has apparently tried to give
Servia a pacific rule, and to a consid-
erable extent he has succeeded, says
the New York Sun. His dignified diplo-
matic course during the recent Balkan
troubles had meot a little to do with
winning the sympathy of Europe for
his country and with inducing Austria
to adopt a policy of conciliation in-
stead of subjection.

Servia has been steadily setting her
house in order, and the way in which
she emerged from the Friedjung trial is
a recent happy instance of her effort to
remain free from unpleasant compli-
cations with her neighbor across the

SERVIA IS REACHING
"7 OUT FOR NEW MARKETS

| Hopes to Make Herself Inde-
| pendent of Austria

|

Servia has been endeavoring to
secure new markets where in times of
stress she may be independent of Aus-
trian customs. A large part of her
trade has been turned to the south and
she has opened a profitable cattle busi-
ness with Egypt, sending her stock to
Salonica, whence it is shipped to Alex-
andria. She is one of the chain of
states through which the projected
railway from the Danube to the Adri-
atic will pass, and in this way she
hopes to get under Russian and Italian
auspices the Adriatic seaport and means
of communication with Montenegro de-
| nied to her by Austria,
|  Another circumstance of importance
is her improved relation with Bulgaria.
While the economic benefits resulting
from this rapproachement may be less
than formerly, since Bulgaria is not
now a buyer of agricultural produce,
the political consequences promise
greater diplomatic freedom. Lastly,
she appears to have in Alexander an
heir apparent with a sense of respon-
sibility to the state, a respect in which
young Servia is most fortunate, for
such a prince has not previously figured
in Servian history.

All in all, Servia has reason to look
at the future optimistically and to hope
that Europe will forget how her king
got his crown and invite him about, or
if not him at least his successor,

WOMEN OF ROME WERE

PUNISHED FOR DRINKING

Family Council Was Arbiter of
Life and Death

For many centuries the Romans were
water drinkers, the favorable location
of a bountiful spring, now just redis-
covered, having determined the location
of the great ecity itself, says the Boston
Transcript. Wine was used on im-
portant ocecasions or as a medieine, and
women were not expected to drink it.
The feeling in Rome was much toward
women wine bibbers as it has been un-
til recently in Europe regarding women
who smoke.

At the time of the Christian era the
women drank only a sweet wine, and
many are the anecdotes of punishment
under the Roman law that made the
family council arbiter of life or death
of the woman who drank and of her
who stole her husband's kéeys to the
wine cellar.

In a vaunting way the Romans for a
long time decried the use of fine wines.
Cato hoasted of having partaken of the
same wine as his oarsmen, “but then,”
said the speaker, “Cato was a queer
fellow, who pleased himself by ridi-
culing luxury.” It 'was unworthy of a
Roman to admire a choice wine. The
Greeks were the wine producers, as are
the French today. The finer wines
were served’ at feasts in single por-
tions, even at great dinnevs. This was
the earlier condition.

As Rome spread about the world the
vine was distributed throughout Italy,
anad the greater the cunquest of foreign
territory the stronger the home indus-
try of wine producing. There is evi-
dently a relationship between the two
facts, As the policy of culture in-
creased luxury spread, and with-it the
use of wine. The old time aversion
was dissipated, and city and country
would grow again the next year, but
an army cuts and burns trees and vine-
vards and Spartacus was a gpecies of
phyllexera that the country peaople
learned to drink.

Rome not only slacked the thirst but
had veritable fountains of wine. The
wars had two results; they earried the
soldiers into vine growing countries,
and they brought to Italy the skilled
viniculturists of the best regions.
Just as there have been recently in
California, vine dressers from Pied-
mont and Slcily, so in those days
Aegean farmers found employment In
planting in Italy the vine of their home
islands, :

Wine was most important in the po-
litical relations between Rome and its
provinces. Rome taught them war,
building, language, and to drink wine.
Gaul prohibited Iits importation. As
China fears opium and France absinthe,
so the ancient colonies feared the in-
fluence of wine., But this feeling dis-
appeared when they were annexed and
began to be assimilated. And as the
colonies increased the prosperity of
the mother country did likewise, and
largely through the vine, whose prod-
ucts found in every new province an
additional field. Love of wine followed
the army, and the moré Germany, Dal-
matia and Pannonia drank the more
filled were the coffers at home.

John L.Is Up Against
More Trouble

Old John L. Sullivapn may have an-
other legal match on his hands. Heirs
of Walter Cowart, sheriff of Marion
county, Mississippi, at the time the Sul-
livan-Kilrain battle was pulled off in
1889, think the fair name of the family,
which is a prominent one, antedating
the war between the states, has been
slanidered by a paragraph in Sullivan's
autobiograpky, which, the family say,
refers to their father, Colonel Walter
Cowart.

The heirs of Cowart were attracted
by this paragraph in John L.'s auto-
biography describing the' start of the
Sullivan-Kilrain fight: “Bud Renaud
climbed into the ring and argued with
the sheriff, who had commanded the
crowd to disperse in the name of the
Mississippi law prohibiting prize fights,
but the sheriff was there to stay.
Finally Renaud slipped $250 into his
hands, and then several men gathered
around him and hustled the sheriff out
of the ring.

“That was all the trouble we had
with the authorities, and the fight was
begun,”

Colonel Cowart died three years ago,
but his closest friends and relatives,
who remember him as a gallant soldier
who fought for the “lost cause,” insist
that no one ever “slipped him any-
thing."”

Preliminary to the anticipated clash
in court a letter has been written to
John L. asking him.tg explain matters.
In event of failure the Cowart lLeirs
intend to institute sult for “vindica-
tion, if not for monetary gain,” as one
proud member explai it. The fam-
ily connections are scattered all over
the state and are related to one former
governor.
