J Convinced of the efficiency of th«
naval militia of California the navy
department yesterday turned over to
the organization the United States

cruiser Marblehead to be used as a
training, ship instead of the antiquated

little ship Alert, which did. good serv-
ice for a number of years. Thexchange

Indicates the progress made In the
training of an -auxiliary naval, force,

and will enable civilian officers and
men to familiarize themselves with
conditions on a large warship.

The Marblehead, which .was se-
cured for the militia through the ef-
forts of Brigadier General J. B. Lauck.
adjutant general of California, and
United States Senator George C. Per-
kins, was transferred to the naval
militia by the naval authorities at
Mare Island- yesterday morning.
Through the courtesy of the harbor
commission the civilian sea fighters
were taken to the navy yard on the
state tug, and took command on re-
ceiving their new commission. The
Marblehead, manned by the militia,
was then navigated to Saqsallto.

The summer cruise of the i naval
militia this year will Include a trip to
Seattle, during which the Marblehead
will have on board .30 officers and
300 men of the state organization. In
the summer of 1911 the cruise will in-
clude a trip to Honolulu.

The Marblehead, which was first
commissioned April 2, 1894, is a
steel vessel measuring 270 . feet over
all with a displacement of 2,165 tons
and twin screw triple expansion en-
gines capable of developing 5.451
horsepower, enough to drive the vessel
at a.speed of 19 knots.

The Marblehead carries a main bat-
tery of six fly« Inch rapid fire guna
and a secondary battery of nine guns
of smaller caliber.

Both Attacks in Same Place and

John Prodi of 526 Lombard street
holds the record for being held up the
greatest number of times within a
specified period. While many citizens
of San Francisco have not experienced
the sensation of looking into a high-
wayman's revolver, Prodi has been the
victim of two holdsups within 23 hours.

Prodi was initiated by a*gang from
the Parente saloon at Kearny and Pa-
cific streets, when four desperate thugs
beat him severely and robbed him at
8:45 o'clock Saturday morning. Two
of the highwayman, Charles Ryan and
Thomas Jones, were secured by th<
police and placed In the city prison.

Prodi's faith in the maximum that
lightning never strikes twice in the
same place was broken shortly after
4 o'clock yesterday Vmorning when
he was held up at the point- of
a pistol on almost the identical
spot where he had been previously
robbed and by a member of the same
gang. The highwayman, who gave

the name of Clarence Wood, was cap-
tured.

Although wounded' in an early morn-
ing battle with the police, a, burglar,
believed to be Camello Rodriguez, suc-
ceeded in eluding- his pursuers and is
now the quarry in a man hunt embrac-
ing every section of the city. It is
believed by the police tnat_ the injury
sustained by the fugitive will result in
his capture.

The pursuit of Rodriguez, who. was
discovered at 1 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing attempting to break into the safe
of the Boston clothing company at 1166
