STOCKTON, April s.—Steps were

taken here this afternoon for the'or-
ganization of co-operative almond
associations. About a score of almond
'growers from all parts.. of the county

met at the chamber of commerce
rooms, where J. P. Dargitz of Acampo

explained the plan.-
Itis proposed to form local associa-

tions In each district where almonds
are grown in marketable quantities,

these associations to be Incorporated.

The growers of each association will
elect a representative, who will meet
and organize a central body.

Voting is to be on the basis of one
vote in each local- association for each
ton of almonds grown by the voter
and furnished to the association. In
the state organization that may be
formed In the future there will be one
vote for each 10 tons of almonds fur-
nished by the association which the
voter represents.

Each association Is to have al-
monds branded and graded and sold
on their merits. No association Is to
have its prices built on the merits of
another association. Almonda are to
be graded into No. 1, No. 2 and cull«,

according to quality.
Sales are to be made through selling

agents appointed by the central body

at a stated price to be agreed upon by
all the members through their repre-
sentatives. Cash for each car of
almonds is to be turned over to the
central body as the car is loaded. This
money is to be distributed among the
growers on loading out of the ware-
house.

The local associations may furnish
their own warehouses. There are/ to
be no profits between grower and re-
tailer. Salaries and legitimate ex-
penses incurred in the preparation and
marketing of the crop will be paid.

VALLEJO, April 6.—Amid the sa-
lutes of the government craft- sta-
tioned at Mare island, the collier Pro-
metheus, the largest vessel ever built
at the navy yard, here, left today for
its -first cruise, going first to Red
Rocr to adjust its compasses and later
to California -City, to coal.

The arrival of the armored cruisers
West Virginia, California and Mary-
land has again been delayed, and they
will,not reach the Mare island navy
yard until Thursday. Orders, from
Washington have been received to pro-
ceed with all necessary repairs on the
cruisers, their engines and boilers.

The jcunboat which has been on duty
for the laet three months at Corlnto
has been ordered to the Mare island
yard for repairs.

The Vicksburg, which returned from
Central America some weeks ago for re-
pairs, is almost ready to return to that
station.

Races Responsible for Request
for Partnership Dissolution

-That it Is not;wise to mix the. two
vocations of- selling- sheet metal and
betting on the "ponies" was proven
yesterday during the trial in Judge
Mogan's court of the suit of William
Daly against J. W. Bowerbank for dis-
solution, of the partnership known as
the Otto sheet metal .works. It'de-
veloped that much of the firm's good
money was dissipated in playing the
races. Each partner says the other
was aware of this use of the copartner-
shlp.cash. Mrs. Bowerbank. wife of the
defendant', testified that-Daly gave her
money with which to play the races.
She exhibited many poolroom tickets.

Victim's Dying Statement Held
to Be Proper Evidence

\u25a0William F. Cord, who was convicted
of manslaughter for killing John P.
Pawley in Tulare county January 27.1908, lost his appeal in the supreme
court yesterday.

The appeal was taken on the ground
that the dying statement of Pawley
should not have been admitted in evi-
dence as he did not die until three
weeks after the statement was made.
The supreme court held that a dying
statement could be taken at any timeso -long as the victim died of the
wound.
It was the opinion of the supreme

court that a statement not taken at
the last moment while the victim is
bordering on' death is of far more
value as evidence. The district court
of appeal reversed this case before itwas taken to the supreme court for
rehearing. Associate Justice Shaw
wrote the opinion.

The dead woman was the wife of
John Callegari, livingin Brown's addi-
tion, a ,short distance '.- northeast of
town. She was 24 years old.
