Cotton Market
NEW YORK. May 3.—Hutton's wire says:

"The preliminary estimates on acreage to be de-
voted to cotton this year thus far received cer-
tainly do not confirm in any way the abnormal
Increase that some interests so anxiously sought to
expect, and it Is probable that both" the early
estimate of Miss Giles for an increase of 2.9,
and 3.2 by the Journal of Commerce, will have
to be lowered, inasmuch as those reports were
based ou advices received prior to the destruc-
tive frosts which visited the greater part of the
cotton belt on April23 and 26.

"New crop mouths were quiet and featureless
throughout the excitement in May and July.
Much of the selling on the early bulge Is be-
lieved to have been for Chicago Interests.

"On the bulge to 14.98 cfor May and 14.50 c
for July tbe leading longs turned heavy sellers,
putting out 5,000 bales May and 20,000 balesJuly.

"Mail advices to the Journal of Commerce
dated since April 25 show considerable damage
by frost, much replanting necessary and scarcity
of seed generally reported. Cold weather great-
ly retarded the progress of the crop, nnd the
season now appears to be "10 to 15 days late. The
tendency to Increase the acreage is still ap-
parent.

"Yesterday's sellers here appeared to be cov-
ering, and there Is still some fear of another
cold snap. A good demand is reported from New
England mills, and goods were reported sold
there yesterday at advance. Spots are re-
ported very firm in the south, and bids are with-
in l-16c to of asked prices, said to have been
rejected. Liverpool cables the market steady at
a decline, with some profit taking by recent buy-
ers of new crop. A healthy business is doing at
Manchester, and prospects are good for its con-
tinuance. Five thousand men are reported on
strike in New England, and other strikes are
threatened. The market has a firm undertone
and looks higher.

"The government weekly weather report Is
bullish oa cotton, and says tbe cold and freezing
weather in the eastern portion of the belt is un-
precedented."
