this reason, Isincerely hope the
status quo will be maintained by
the speedy passage of the act in
question by the senate.

"'There are other acts, on.c with
reference to oil lands; one with ref-
erence to water power sites; one
with reference to coal lands. The
one with reference to coal land
provides that the surface of coal
lands shall be subject to settle-
ment as agricultural lands under
the homestead and pre-emption
laws, but that the coal beneath
the surface shall still belong to
the government and be subject to
mining by those to whom the gov«
'•rniuent may lease it or in other
methods part with title to it.

There is a bill providing for the
classification of lands useful in pre-
venting a fraudulent disposition of
thf-m.

There is a bill providing for the
exploration of oil lands and fixing
the rights of explorers who discov-
er oil. And then there is a billpro-
viding for the granting of water

sites to the states, with a
view to their disposition ttr-private

owners.
This bill is a most important one.

It probably needs amendment, but
tlie principle of the bill may work
out to a satisfactory solution.

The water in the. streams is now
under the control and ownership of
the states. The water power sites
essential to the establishment of
water power plants belong to the
United States as part of its public
domain.

WOULD UNITE WATER RIGHTS
It would be useful to have the

two united in one sovereignty.
Itis proposed to do this by con-

veying the water power sites to the
states on two conditions.

The first condition requires the
state in its disposition to private
settlers to retain such control over
the water power sites that it may
every 10 years adjust the rates at
which power is to be furnished to
the public by the grantee of the
water power site, and the second
condition is that the water power
site shall not be disposed of by the
state to any person having a mo-
nopoly of the water power in the
neighborhood.

The bill provides upon the failure
of the state to enforce the condi-
tions imposed against private own-
ers the United fctates may enforce
the conditions against the state
and forfeit all the rights of the
private owner and of the state and
restore the land to the United
States. There ought to be a specific
provision providing that the United
States may sue the state for for-
feiture and also that the executive
shall have the right to declare a
forfeiture.
It seems to me in this wise the

United States may retain effective
control over the disposition of the
land and at the same time may
enable the legislature -or the execu-
tive of the state, presumably more
familiar with the local conditions,
to fix the details on the ground in
accordance with the local necessity.
It is quite possible, however, these
other conservation bills will go
over to the next session, but the
one ratifying the existing with-
drawals and granting power to
withdraw in future should certainly
pass.

IRRIGATION PLANTS PLANNED

I
There is also pending a bill

authorizing the issue of $30,000,000
of bonds with which to continue
the construction of irrigation
plants already begun by the
reclamation service

—
the bonds to

be redeemed out of the proceeds of
the sale of public lands and the
water rent collected from those
who enjoy the benefit of the irri-
gation. This certainly ought topass at this session, because the
number of people defending on the
completion of the reclamation pro-
jects is sufficiently large to call for
epecial action in their behalf.

Another act is the co called "in-,
junction act." There are three bills
pending to carry out the platform.
In different forms they all provide
that an injunction issued without
notice shall not be of effect for
more than seven days unless with-
in that time actual notice is given
and a hearing had. where, of
course, the court will make' such
order as it may be advised.

It further provides no restrain-
ing order or preliminary injunction
shall issue without notice unless-
the court upon evidence shall make
a finding either on the minutes of
the court or upon the back of the
injunction order defining what the
irreparable injury is, which is to be
enjoined, and stated why there was
not time to~ issue notice for a
hearing with the parties present.
It is very clear thai by. these

two provisions the attention of the
court will be called to the neces-
sity for great care in the exercise
of this very exceptional power to \u25a0

affect parties to a low suit without
giving them notice, and -that the
ill advised issuing of injunctions
of this character will cease.
FAVORS POSTAL BANKS

The Manufacturers' association is
opposed to the bill on the alleged
ground that it weakens the power
of the court, while the federation
of labor is opposed to it on the
ground that it does not "go far
enough. With this state of the
case Iam reasonably certain the
bill is a Just one and ought to be
put through. Iam hopeful someway will be found to vote through
just the bill promised by the plat-
form

—
nothing more and nothing

less.
The postal savings bank bill is

pending, in the house, it having
passed the senate.
I am hopeful, because the re-

publican party is firmly committed
to the introduction of postal sav-
ings depositories, that we shall
secure- at thi« session of congress
a 6af«- and sane law which will
offer small depositors absolute se-
curity and convenience, and at the
same time improve and not impair
the credit of the government and
the integrity of our fiscal system.

The publicity of expenditure bill
was not recommended inthe repub-
lican platform, but Iventured to
say. iv my speech of acceptance,
that Ishould recommend the pass-
age of such a bill with the fullcon-
fidence it would meet the approval
of congress. Iam glad to say the
bill has passed the house.

Finally we come to the bill
amending the interstate commerce
law. The bill is pending In both
houses. It has been amended In
the house arjJ also in the senate,
and with that freedom of touch for
which headiiners and correspond-
ents are bo noted we have been'
told with much emphasis. that the
administration bill has been emas-
culated in both houses. I-am.not
as familiar with its conditions' In
the house as Iam with.it in thesenate, but T think possibly the
state of the bill in'the senate willshow what is the fact, that thebill has not been emasculated in
either house and that it containsalmost alKof the remedial featuresof the original administration bllLi
and that those things omitted areneither substantial nor vital.

BILLCREATES COMSIERCE COURT
In the first place"' the bill\u25a0 con..tains a series of sections creatine-a commerce court, which is to ab-sorb all the jurisdiction now hadby the circuit and district courts

on review by injunction suit or
otherwise of the proceedings of
the interstate commerce commis-
sion. * .

The advantage of the court is
that we shall have a court of ex-
perts at Washington very familiars with the whole business of inter-
state commerce and the decisions
affecting it, and which will be able
to dispose of the business before it
promptly and give efficiency to the
orders of the interstate commerce
commission that are legal. The
whole object of the court Is expe-
dition and the whole defect of the
interstate commerce procedure
heretofore has been delay. Ire-
gard the. commerce court as prac-
tically the most important ftature
in the bill.

Thus far it has remained in thehouse, although by a close vote,
and- it has not. been stricken out in
the senate. -

Another feature of the bill is to
give the attorney general complete ,
contr>Uover the litigation after it
has left the interstate commerce
commission and gets into court.
Heretofore the interstate commerce
commission itself has controlled the .
litigation in the courts, and itpre-
sented the anomaly of a quasi ju-
dicial tribunal suing in its own
behalf to confirm its own judg-
ments. It was thought wiser togive this to the department of jus-
tice; but amendments have been
introduced by which shippers who. have an interest may be heard by
special counsel if they desire,, under
regulations of the court. ,

COMMISSION REVIEWS RATES
Another section requires com-

panies, by their agents, to furnish
a statement in writing,of the rate

-
or charge, applicable to a described
shipment between stated places un-
der schedules or tariffs to which
such company is a party, or a pen-
alty for failure.

-
The other provisions authorizes

the commission not only to re-
view rates, but the classifications of
freight and enable the commission
of its own motion to investigate the
question whether any rate is un-
just or unreasonable or unjustlydiscriminatory,, or unduly preferen-
tial, or prejudicial, or otherwise. ln
violation of any of the provisions
of the act. •

7
'

Another provision requires, the ,
commission to , establish . through" :
routes and joint rates,' and to do
this upon complaint or upon its v
own initiative, end' it Is given toi
the shippers to select among those
routes thus established the .route :
which they prefer. . ,

Section 15 provides that no rail-
road corporation under the inter-
state commerce act shall hereafter
Issue for any purpose connected
with or relating to any part of its
business governed by any such act,
stock, except upon the payment of
the par value thereof; or any bond
without payment of not less than ft
the par value thereof; or if sold at ,™
less than par value, then at not -
less than its reasonable market or
selling value, to be ascertained by
the commission; and that no prop-
erty or other thing than money /

shall be taken in paymerrt to the
corporation for stock or bonds ex-
cept at its face value, which shall
be ascertained and certified by the
commission.*

TWO SECTIOXS STRICKEX OUT
There are-'also prdvisions for re-

organization and merger- which
contain similar limitations as to
the issue of stock and bonds. The
features .that Ihave detailed re-
main in the J3lll.

'

Two sections have been stricken
out. Section 7 attempted -to legalize
the making of tariff, agreements
not to last longer than 30 days, be-
tween competing lines as to rates,
but forbade pooling. This was de-
clared for In the platform and rec-
ommended to congress \u25a0in two !or
three messages of President Roose-
velt.

\u25a0 The purpose was to legalize the
practice that will prevail whether
the law permits or not. It seems
to me essential that rates should
be fixed temporarily at the same
amount to prevent a rate cutting
where each time the fixing of rates

\ls had. No one -suggests the wis-
dom of instituting prosecutions
under the anti-truat law to pre-
vent this practice, and it seemed
wise therefore ,to formulate -Its
limitations to continue and recog-
nize it as lawful; but the fears ;

that it might impair the efficacy of
the anti-trust- law in some in-
definite way was so strong- among
some members of the senate that Itwas thought wise to withdraw the
section. .

Section -12 was also withdrawn.
That is the section that forbids theacquisition by one railroad com-pany of the stock in a competing
line, but where such an acquisition
has already been made of 50 per. cent authorizes the acquiring com-
pany to increase its holdings to 100per cent.. This was not with the
view of strengthening the control
of the acquiring company, for 50per cent is all that is needed; but itwas to keep open a market to the
minority stock holders to sell to
the majority stock holders. This,
too, it was thought in some way in-
fringed on the anti-trust law, and
the whole section was: dropped.

I3IPORTAXT FEATURES RETAILED
Iam hopeful the section may be

restored to the extent of forbid-ding future acquisition by one line
of stock in a competing line. Itis
true that such an act affecting In-,.
terstate commerce might be part of
a conspiracy to restrain competi-
tion and so restrain trade and bepunished under the anti-trust act' •-
but it would greatly facilitate pros-
ecutions if the specific act, of the'acquisition of stock in a competing
line could be denounced and pun-
ished or prevented by injunction.
Ithink It will*be seen from thisreview that the railroad bill, which

in many respects is the most im-portant of the administration meas-ures, still retains its important
features, and Iam hopeful thatwithin the next two weeks we shallsee the passage of the bill.in' both fhouses, the adjustment of the dif-

ferences: between the houses' andits final -enactment. It-means a
great step forward in the power of
regulation: intrusted to the inter-
