"'Friendships have been made out of
these activities which will be highly
valued throughout after life. In re-
turn we should give something to our
alma mater which has made possible
sll these things. No higher or nobler
film could be set before everj' alumnus
for repaying this Institution for these
privileges it has afforded us than the
advancement of the university. An
active interest is what is expected and
due from every member of the graduat-
ing class."

W. P. Fuller Jr. of Pan Francisco
read the class "lilstory. In which the
deeds of the class of 1910 were recorded.
•He laid especial stress.on the fact that
the class had had 10 varsity captains
in five sport?, the first time that such
p thing had occurred in the history of. the university.

M. Y. Malone, the vice president of
the student body, read the class will,
which formally handed over the uni-
versity duties of the senior class to
1911. the coming: seniors. Many light
touches were added by local hits andnumerous jokes on prominent men, andespecially th*> prominent "queeners." A
reference was mado to the recent Leaf
incident when Malone "dedicated to
Krle M. Leaf the right to the use of
Lake Lagunitas at any and all times."

Immediately following the conclu-
sion of the class day exercises came the
dedication of the plate of the class of
1910 in the inn^r quadrangle. Samson
A. Lin<lau*>r of Deming. N. M.. delivered
ihe class oration at this time. In this
speech he championed the cause of the
progressive movement which is sweep-
Ing over the country, and said that the
only way in which a college man could
i'-iptify his education was by allying

himself with the progressive forces. In
ST*rt he spoke as follows:
OX £IDIS OF RIGHT

"For four years we have devoted our-
selves to the acquisition of an- educa-
tion. But how uselfFs is the posses-
sion of mere knowledge unless it is
\u2666 inployed as a virile and positive force
upon the side of right, truth and a
progressive civilization. The battle for
human equality and liberty is cease-
less, and it devolves upon us, as col-
lege men and. women, to unite our-
selves to the progressive side, Eqdality
before the law is the battle cry of our
day. Men not measures is our need.

"Perhaps the words of Judge Lindsey
that 'the colleges are. turning out more
criminals than the prisons,' can be
shown to be absolutely untrue. How-
ever much of an exaggeration it may
r»e it is in some measure^true, and we,
as a class, should do our share to erad-
icate the evils that have led to this
statement."

After this the duty of placing fiow-
•ers on the tomb of Mrs. Stanford was
transferred to the class of 1911 at the
mausoleum.
