SHOW OF SEASON

MOTORISTS URGED
TO AID BIG MEET

GOOD SCORES MADE
AT TARGET RANGES

Any of the skeptical fans who watched Jack Johnson work at the
ocean beach pavilion yesterday afternoon left the place fully impressed that
the black champion is training for this light for all that is in him. He gave

an exhibition yesterday that was well worth the price. It was a lesson in
itself to those who did not understand the game, and.it was a revelation
to the close students of the boxer's art.

Big Jack wcut ci^ht rounds with two of his training mates, Kid Cotton
and Marty Cutler. Every minute of the time was a busy minute. There
was never a breathing spell, except during the intermissions. Johnson made
his men come at him. and when they came he bored in just as though each
was a Jeffries attacking him. Me used practically every punch at his
command save the right and left swings, and those who know Johnson well
are aware of the fact that he seldom resorts to swings. The truth is that

he does not have to. His other collection of wallops generally suits his

The sweat rolled out of Johnson's pores in rivers during the progress

of the bouts. Still, his wind seemed perfect, and he did not even draw a
long breath, although his sparring part-

ners were fairly panting' when their
work was over. As each of these went

four rounds and Johnson traveled the
entire distance of eight. It can readily

be seen how good his condition really
is. lie's fit to light an ordinary battle
right now.

The usual crowd jammed into the big
pavilion, and every time the champion
landed a blow that counted everybody
clapped and cheered. It is safe to say
that a third of those present were
women. And, strange as it may seem,
they took even a deeper interest in
the work of the champion than did
their male escorts. Johnson appeared
to be pleased beyond measure with the
way his work was received by the
crowd. His broad smiles told the tale.

"Iam glad that they liked the way I
ho\ed." said the big fellow. "This
means a lot to a fighter when he's
training. You can't fool a big crowd.
When the fans cheer, then you know
that you are going good. Imust have
done well, or they would not have ap-
plauded me as they did."

}l*started in with Cotton, and the
colored youngster was primed for a
livelybout. Acting under instructions,

he tore right into Johnson at the outset.
Johnson met every rush and they

clinched and worked around the ring
like a pair of fighters battling for a fat
purs*-. Johnson proved a veritable
wizard in the clinches. He held Cotton
with his left hand and hammered him
with his right. Those speedy uppercuts
were shot in with a lot of force, and
some of them all but took Cotton off
life feet.

Occasionally Cotton would reach the
face of the champion with his straight
left hand jabs, but for every one of
these he put in he took a whole flock
in return. Cotton also made many a
play for the body, but Johnson evident-
ly was looking for these, because he
blocked every one of them which Cotton
started. He also gave a good exhibition
of measuring his m*.n with that power-
ful right hand of his. and on one oc-
casion he came near staggering his
sparring partner with a series of
straight rights.

There was not so much skill and
science to the four round mlxup with
Cutler, for the reason that the white
boy does not run much to boxing. But
Johnson had plenty to do at that. What
Cutler lacks in the science of the game

be makes up In willingness and ag-
gressiveness, and he is not afraid to go
in.- He went after Johnson at each and
every opportunity. He was handed

There is no question but that this one
took big Jack entirely by surprise, for
his face showed it. But he was over

Johnson gave a great exhibition of
left hand jabbing In the final round of
the mlxup with Cutler.

Cutler seemed
powerless to get away from these Jabs
and he could not come near Johnson,
though he lashed out with right and
left swings for the face.

Those who watched Johnson's work
closely could not but have observed
that he seldom missed a punch when
he started one. In his other two per-
formances the black champion was
none too accurate and full a third of
his blows went wide of the mark. But
there was nothing like this on yester-
day's bill of fare. Every time a punch ;
was shot out it hit the desired mark
and many of them carried plenty of
steam behind them.

Johnson's footwork was also an im-
provement over that of la§t Wednes-
day and last Sunday. He seemed to
"be taking more pains about getting
around the ring and he never over-
looked an opportunity to sidestep one ]

of his mates. Slowness on his fe<*t j
has been Johnson's one weakness in
the past.

TOSSES MEDICINE BALL
Before boxing Johnson tossed the

medicine ball for 15 minutes and as
an eye opener for the afternoon's work
he did some limbering up stunts on
the floor. In the morning he was out
on the road for 12 miles. He will lay
off the boxing as usual until Wednes-
day afternoon, when he expects- to
give a 12 round exhibition. Johnson's
one fear is that he may go stale" and
for this reason he does not care much
about boxing too often.

After his day's work the champion
Jumped on the scales and registered
exactly 218% pounds. This is a good
weight for him at the present time, as
he expects to jump into the ring on
the fourth of July weighing 208 pounds.

He seems to have it all figured out to
a nicety.

NEW YORK, May 22.—James J. Cor-
bett left here today for Ben Lomond,
Cal., to help Jeffries round into shape
for his fight with Johnson. Corbett said
he. intended to introduce no- rivalries
into Jeffries' training camp. VTo avoid
any possible clash with Choynski, now.
trainer in chief at Ben Lomond, he will
live 10 miles away at Santa Cruz, and
willrun over to the camp every day in
an automobile.

"This goes for the big fight as well
as for the lesser bouts,". he said. "The
fight fans should be protected, and I
believe Iknow enough of the game to
see that its patrons do.not get the
worst of it. The moment a fight looks
peculiar to me I'll stop it without
consulting either referee or promoter."

The fighter followed the glove work
with shadow boxing, rope skipping and
two fast games of handball. All this
labor followed five miles on the road
and an hour's row on the river. No
work was attempted during the after-
noon, Jeffries with his partner, Jack
Kipper, and Chief Martin leaving for
Santa Cruz in Tex Rickard's automo-
bile.
