WRONG MERIDIAN USED
IN SURVEY OF CONGO

Revision Shows Lake Albert
Edward Is in Uganda

The equal division of Lake Albert
Edward between the Congo and Ugan-
da, which, it is reported, has been de-
cided on by the Brussels conference on
the Congo frontier, is merely a rever-
sion to the original frontier, which was
defined in 1884 as followiang the thir-
tieth ‘meridian east of Greenwich
through the center of the lake, says
the Westminster Gazette.

An accurate survey. however, recent-
ly placed that meridian considerably
east of its supposed position, with the
result that the whole of the slake is
west of it, and in Congo territory. A
very curious error regarding meridians
in frontier delineation happened some
vears ago.

A territorial arrangement between
Great Britain and France was about
to be signed at the foreign office when
the then president of the Royal Geo-
graphical society pointed out that the
map used by the French government
had its meridians of longitude reckoned
from that of Paris as zero. while the
British foreign office had made its cal-
culations from. Greenwich. The agree-
ment was not signed.
