JAILEDINGERMANY

Edward Buchmann Arrested for
Failure to Serve Terni in

Imperial Army

SAX MATEO, June «.—Telegraphia

information received here today from
Strassburg. Germany, by Theodore
Sendler, a prominent merchant of thi3
place, conveys, the intelligence that
his brother in law. Edward Buchmann,
one of the oldest residents of San Jla-
teo, has been arresteJ and put in
prison at that place by the military,
authorities of Germany because he
failed to serve his time in the imperial
army 26 years ago, when he was draft*
ed for that purpose.

Acting on wired instructions from
Mayor E. N. Woodruff of Peorta. 111.,
a cousin of Jlrs. Buchmann, JSendler
tonight wired to Congressman Hayes
at "Washington, asking that the stat^
department take Immediate steps t<»
have Buchmann released from custody.
Buchmann an.l his wife left here two
mouths ago to visit his relatives at
Rosenweller, a town. 10 miles from
Strassburg.

According to Sendler Buchmann left
his native country 26 years ago. em-
barking for the new world Just two
days before he was to register for
military service. Since cominjc tr>
America he has become naturalized
and has made his home in tfan Mateo.
where he has been jengaged In the

•wholesale liquor business for 18 years.
Two months ago he decided to return
to his native town and visit his mother.
He arrived there a few days ago and

\u25a0was immediately placed under arrest.
[.The fact that he has become an Ameri-
can citizen is expected to .save him
from whatever penalty may now con-

ifront him.— '
