Coercion Act Invalid

DENVER, June 9.—The Colorado
anti-coercion law, enacted 20 years
ago, which provides that no employer
shall discharge an employe because he
belongs to a labor union on attends
labor meetings, has heen declared in-
valid by Judge Sullivan of Mesa coun-
ty. This law, regarded as the strong-
est in Colorado for the protection of

labor unions, has never before been
attacked.
The decision resulted from a suit

brought by State Labor Commissioner
Brake against McNeill Brothers, oper-
ators of a coal mine at Cameo, near
Palisades, who on April 26 discharged
and evicted 23 men in their employ.

The suit was brought at Grand
Junction under the coercion statute.
Judge Sullivan today decided that the
coercion act was unconstitutional, but
upheld the eight hour law.

Neighbors Quarrel Over Use of
Irrigation Ditch
