land rooters, when he dropped one of Henley's shoots through a hole in the
wire meshing on the ri.srht field fence for a home run, at the same time sending
in ahead of him Tyler Christian, who had singled a few minutes before Xel-
ton's great hit.

This made two runs, but that was just one more than the Seals were able
to gather during their nine innings of vast endeavor.

Twelve thousand fans, jamming the grandstand and bleachers and over-
flowing 10 deep into the outfield, saw Nelson pull oft his great play, and
the noise the crowd cut loose would make a busy boiler factory sound like
the far away crash of a falling mustard seed.

But that was not all that "Slim" did for "the Oaks. He let Mohler's
Istickers down with but four hits, relenting enough in the seventh frame to

allow three of these to be bunched up so as to give the Seals one run, and
then, to show that the home run was not all that he had inhis bat, he rapped
out a corking single besides.
