AUTO DEALER IS
AGGUSED OF THEFT

Attorney H. D. Newhouse Al-
leges Chicagoan Left String
of Creditors Here

Alleging that C. H. Lawrence, prom-
inent Chicago automobileman, who
visited here two years ago, made his
exit leaving a string of creditors and
thie reputation of a “good fellow,” At-
torney Hugo D. Newhouse' yesterday
swore out a warrant for grand larceny,
charging the theft of $3,000,

This sum, the

attorney says, repre-
sents what he advanced Lawrence on
a business proposition, acceptin or

security three notes aggregating $

000 made out over the signatures of
S, Grant of San Diego, the son of Gen‘-
eral U. 8. Grant.

A number of months following the
transaction, Newhouse alleges, he re-
turned the notes to Lawrence on the
latter's request and promise to forward
the amount of the original loan with-
out delay. 'The Grant notes were kept
by Lawrence, says Newhouse.

When the payment was not forth-
coming Newhouse began a correspond-
ence whose tone was not of the gen-
tlest, according to his statement, with
the final result that Lawrence offered
to make the payments good on an. in-
stallment plan of $50 a month. New-
house wired back a refusal and yvester-
day began legal proceedings for the
recovery of his money.

“It was a plain case of bunke,” said
Newhouse. “Lawrence had obtainad
Grant's notes as payment of an fnsur-
ance policy that Grant was taking out.
(,,rdm canceled the "poliey.

“I am not his only creditor. F. J.
Hertel, a local huqlnessman, was also
victimized into 'advancing’ Lawrence
money which has nut been repaid. 1
could name others.”

gation is attempted. After the process
the bacteria are placed in a bouillon
fleld to learn  if -the process has ef-
fected its ‘purpose,” If the bacteria are
active fumigation is repeated.

The word sterilized in the ordi-
nance means that it will be necessary
to remove the straps and place them
in a sterilizing machine, for steriliza-
tion ‘requires a closed compartment.
The fact that fumigation is ineffective
was - clearly demonstrated in Doctor
Dannenbaum'’s startling demonstration
with a single strap.

HEALY FAVORS MEASURE

In speaking of the ordinance, which
will come officially before the hospital
and health committee next Wednesday,
Chairman Timothy B. Healy of the
committee declared.that it was one of
the best and most needed measures to
come to his attention. His sentiment
was echoed by Supervisor John O.
Walsh. Healy said:

“I don’t think there's a man on the
board that will not support the splen-
did measure. I am sure our committeg
will recommend it immediately and I
feel certain it will soon be a law.
This is a very dangerous source of
disease and one from which the pyblic
can hardly protect. itself except
through a law which will regulate the
companies using straps.

“The revelations of Doctor Dannen-
baum are astounding. It seems almost
incredible that such an insanitary piece
of equipment would be used by the
railway without offering to protect its
own patrons from this source of con-
tamination. If the public health is in-

volved count me with the public. If
I can help the straps shall go.”

NATURE COVERS SCARS
AT DESERTED CITY

Ruins of St. Pierre Rapidly
Covered by Vegetation

The city of St. Pierre, in Martinique,
which only eight years ago was the
picturesque abiding place of 10,000 peo-
ple, is fast being subjugated by the
tropic wilderness, says the Philadelphia
Ledger. The only inhabitants at pres-
ent are a few black people, who dwell
like ghouls in the deserted places of the
city of the dead on the chance of sell-
ing to the handful of tourists who come
their way souvenirs of the awful havoc
that was wrought by Mount Pelee less
than a decade ago.

The vegetatlon is encroaching upon
the streets that once teemed with traf-
fic and re-echoed the palaver and ri-
baldry of a laughter loving people.
Soon the whole of the moldering ruin
will be overgrown to the verge of the
sea and the wretched sojourner eking
out a living in the City of th¢ Dead
will be forced to leave fit.

Then it will have for its most im-
portant citizen a deadly snake, the fer
de lance, which creeps ihto old houses
in the West Indies as the cobra infests
the anclient ruins of India. There is lit-
tle likelihood that the city will ever
live again, any more than the buried
cities that lie smothered in the jungles
of Yucatan.

It St. Plerre had been a city of our
own country it would have been rebuilt
within a year or two of the time of its
incineration. The fire and the earth-
quake could not forbid a city on the
site of ruined San Francisco. Though
Herculaneum and Pompeii were buried,
a great city rose again in the shadow
of Vesuvius, and even Messina is re-
building. A city of 50,000 was razed to
the foundation when Sir Henry Morgan,
the pirate, sacked and burned Panama
three centuries ago, but a new town
rose eight miles from the earlier loca-
tion. St. Pierre, however, seems destined
to remain a city of the dead, and in a
few years more it will be as though it
had lain buried under the vines and
ferns, abandoned to the lizard and the
snake, for centuries.

RADIUM PORTER IS

NEWEST PROFESSION
Are Custodians of Valuable

Metal in Hospitals

According to the Paris correspondent
of the Chicago Daily News a new pro-
fession has been opened to the women
of that city. It is that of “radium
porter.” A radium porter is a person,
usually a woman, who is put in charge
of that extremely evanescent and val-
uable metal, radium, which is of late
coming to be so much used in hos-
pitals. One of them was interviewed
recently. -

“What are the distinguishing char-
acteristics of your work?”’ she was
asked. “Well, it isn't exactly like be-
ing a hotel porter,” she
smiling. “You don't have to have
hands like clamps and a back like an
oak tree. When 1 work at my trade
the material I have charge of is hardly
larger than a grain of rice. You see,
radium is used a good deal in surgery
nowadays. I don't know why, and I
don’t bother myself about it. But it's
an extremely valuable substance, any-
way. A breath of it, a mere nothing@—
and there's $4,000 or $5,000 gone!

“In order to carry it about in the
hospitals and clinies an extremely
careful, watchful, honest person is
needed. The surgeons themselves have
other things to think  about. The
nurses are too easily distracted. The
profession of radium porter has there-
fore been invented. T'm one of the
first of them, so far as I know.

“Are there any in America? I'm
sure I don't know about that, but I
should think there would have to be,
wherever delicate operations requiring
the use of this substance are at-
tempted.”
