The
actual number must have been' larger
than this, but ;failure on the part of
doctors to report all births caused a
loss of many records.

while in 1908 there were 31,287 deaths',
31,095 in 1907 and 29,303: lit 1906. The
stork was not sleeping on' the- job last
year, either, and registered an increase
In births.
