Each consented
to plar' safe so that no matter which
won there would be no financial mis-
understanding.

These facts have been made plain 'to
all the .prominent sporting: men; who
claim to have an insighrinto the work-
ings of the gigantic financial deal.
They were kept under cover, out of'the
gaze of the scrutinizing public, for
many weeks and many months, but the
real truth finally leaked out. It seems
to be common property now.

Besides the purse there was a bonus
to each fighter, and the big-, shaggy
white man managed to outwit his black
rival in the matter of frenzied finance.
And he did, too, to the extent of $2,500.
Jeffries secelved. slo,ooo for signing ar-
ticles with Rickard. Johnson sot$5,000. And then when he learned that
his opponent had beaten him to that
particular play, he dogged the foot-
steps of Rickard, and the promoter, in
a- fit of desperation and frenzy, com-
promised .by giving Johnson an addi-
tional $2,500.

This agreement was entered into dur-
