Western and Southern chiﬁc
Open Fight for Valley
Fruit Trade

SACRAMENTO, July 14.—Fight for
the fruit shipment of the Sacramento
valley anél perhaps of the northern part
of the state started last fight between
the Western Paecific and Southern Pa-
cific, when both railroads sent special
fruit trains over their routes in a mad
race for Salt Lake City and Ogden.
