CAMPAIGN BEGINNING

The campaign for good roads began

recent act of the legislature,

The cost of the improvements will be
$1,460,000, to be distributed over a bond
issue of 40 years. All of the heavily
traveled roads will be fitted out with
solid beds of hard rock and macadam.
In the Jetailed system of road improve-
ments submitted by the highway com-
mission 125 miles of roads are provided
for.

A perfect network of paved highways
will traverse the county, capable of re-
sisting hagd traffic for many years to
come, if the voters indorse the bond
issue at-the special election. All of the
large towns of 'the country are con-
nected, and the main arteries of travel
leading to adjoining counties are also
inciuded in the highways to be im-
proved.

The “Camino real” to Lake Tahoe
takes its way through Contra Costa
county. It is proposed to pave its
entire length through the county with
hard macadamized rock, This will make
it dustless and smooth and do much to

Following the call for the special
election issued by the board of super-
visors the Good Roads league initiated
its eampaign to secure the passage of
the bond issue. The county has been
flooded with literature showing the
great benefit to be derived from good,
clean, hard and smooth roads, and the
sentiment throughout the county seems
to favor the expenditure.

One of the features that appeals
strongly to the popular mind is that 80
per cent of the $1,460,000 will go di-
rectly to labor. The material and ma-
chinery necessary will be obtained in
the county, so that the greater part of
the money will revert to the people of
the county.

The rate of interest fixed on the
bonds is 41¢ per cent, and the general
belief is that they will meet with a
ready sale, as the county has but a
small bonded indebtedness.

Experts on the subject say that with
the construction of the roads along the
lines recommended by the commission,
Contra Costa will have the finest sys-
tem of highways of any county in the
state. The progressive theory of hav-
ing the roads of the farmer as com-
fortable and easy to drive upon as the
streets of the city dweller will be real-
izeq if Contra Costa’s bond issue goes
through.
