Itis estimated
that the new track will cost in the
neighborhood of $50,000. The track is
to be ready for preliminary races Au-
gust 6. It is located eight miles from
Denver, in the little town of Sablo, and
is situated in a natural amphitheater
three and a half miles long, of dirt
construction and oval shaped. The
home strejeh will be a mile and a
quarter straightaway, and will be 150
feet wide. The steel grand stand Is to
have seating capacity for 20,000 per-

Consul Benjamin F. Chase of Leeds
has just given out through a report
the- invention of what seems to be a
punctureless automobile tire, invented
by an Englishman. :Cha?e describes it
as follows: "It is composed of an in-
extensible heavy canvas lining, the
crown being packed with a puncture
proof material and placed between the
outer cover and the- inner tube of the
ordinary pneumatic tire. The lining is
so made as to cause a low pressure on
the thread and to equalize the pressure
on the inner tube. The lining is thick-
est at the crown and tapers to a feather
edge at the rim. The-external arppear-
ance Is like the ordinary tire. The in-
ventor has given it drastic tests. He
made several gashes and cuts on the
outer casing of the tire through to the
patent lining,and with these has driven
his car 500 miles without a puncture or
the necessity of repair to this tire, al-
though wheels on the same machine
fitted with other tires had the usual
difficulties. Other tests on heavy cars
without the special gashes have been
equally satisfactory. An inspection
of the, invention impresses me' with
the simplicity, and the carved outer
cover used and seen demonstrates
that it is a great development
in -tires: for- use "on automobiles. . Ap-
parently- a simple and practical solu-
tion jof the ordinary tire: troubles has
been- found— The Invention has^beeti
patented -In England

States. The same man* has also in-
vented a bridge tire of keyed chamber
design for use on heavy motor vehicles.
