Mrs. W.Eastman Awakens Lone
Occupant of Neighboring

House During Fire

Mr?. Eastman's act was prompted by
the fact that she knew the Barnes
home was occupied. When the flames
began to nweep over her home to the
next two houses she had the presence
of mind to grivt- the warning. The fire
was caused by some smoldering refuse
under the Barnts cottage.

Before the fire department was able
to gain control of tiie blaze three cot-
tages, 221, 225 and 229 Tremont avenue,
were completely destroyed, leaving
Barnes, tJie Hastman family and J.
Rooney without a shelter. The loss
was estimated »t Jo,ooo.

While flames licked the sides of a
cottage at 225 Tremont avenue at 3
a. m. yesterday morning Mrs. William
Eastman of 223 Tremont avenue dashed
up the front steps, entered the house
and woke John Barnes, the sole occu-
pant of the building. Barnes was alone

in the absence of his brother William,

who with his family was in Burlin-
fame. Owing to the presence of mind
of Mrs. Eastman the man was able to
leave the burning structure without
serious danger from the lire.

1910 Wash-
ington street, on Sunday night, an-
other of California's pioneers dropped
from the fast thinning ranks of the
men who came west in "19.-

SECOND DEATH DUE
TO STAGE ACCIDENT

George Besser, convicted of the mur-

der of his sweetheart, Elsinor Fieber,

"the belle of Butchertown," was sen-
tenced to twenty years' Imprisonment

In San Quentln by Judge Dunne.yes-
terday.

Besser dropped to his chair ina state
of collapse when the Judge pronounced
sentence. His sister cried plteously.

Hugh O'Neill, attorney for Besser,

asked the court to impose a light pen-
alty, arguing that Besser acted •under
provocation when he drew his pistol

and fired. Judge Dunne said there was
no evidence that this was so, and that
it had not been shown "Jack" Dough-
erty, who was in the room at the time,
intended harm to Besser. The judge
observed that there was entirely too

much shooting going on in San Fran-
cisco. ;
£ Besser shot his sweetheart while she
was dressing, her hair for a dance.
Earlier :in the day he had threatened
that if she would not marry him he
would slaughter her and her friends.

Richard Cornelius arrived in town a
day or so ago and reports that the
condition of the streetcarmen through-

out the country is improving. As ex-
executive officer of the international
he was instrumental in having Colo-
rado Springs, Colo.', streetcarmen's
wages raised 3 cents \an hour. The
maximum wage in that city is now 30
cents per hour. In St. Joseph he suc-
ceeded in straightening out the trouble
over the agreement, and in addition got
a raise of 1% cents per hour. In Van-
couver, New Westminster and Victoria,
on the Pacific coast, Cornelius was able
to secure a raise of wages approximat-
ing |100.000 per year. Besides this, the
men atre* charged but half rates for
their uniforms, and if married have gas

and electricity furnished free; also free
transportation not only for themselves,
but for each member of their families.
