Former Philippine’ School Of-

INPROVERS FAVOR
SALTWATER SYSTEM

Fitchburg Club Advocates in
Favor of Pumping Station for
Annexed District

OAKLAND, July 31.—A movement to
have a complete salt water system,
with the pumping station at the foot
of Damon avenue, between Melrose and
Fitchburg, for fire fighting, street
sprinkling and sewer flushing, installed
throughout the annexed district, has
been inaugurated by the Fitchburg im-
provement club, one of the meost pro-
gressive 'civic organizations east of
Lake Merritt,

The Fitchburg improvers contend
that the salt water systegy can be in-
stalled for half of the gost of furnish-
ing fire fighting facilities with fresh
water, and declare that the pumping
station on Lake Merritt has demon-
strated that fire engines would not be
needed; that all that would be required
would be hose houses and hose equip-
ment.  This plan is to be brought to
the attention of the city council at
once, as the district is practically with-
out fire protection at the present time,
as the People's water company has
failed to install the"hydrants that were
ordered by the board of public works
along KEast Fourteenth street some
months ago.

The following resolutions in regard
to the salt water system were adopted
at the last meeting:

Whereas, the annexed distrfcts are at the
present time™ almost totally without adequate
fire fighting facilities; and

Whereas, these facilities must be provided in
the very near future at a very great expense
for fire houses, fire engines, hose carts and
other equipment, bhesides the laying of water
mains and ipstallation of bydrants; and

Whereas, - it is the belief of the Fitchburg
Improvement club that a salt water fire fighting,
sewer flushing and street sprinkling system can
be dstablished at a cost not to exceed one-half
that required to equip the proposed fresh water
system, inasmuch as a pumping station can be
installed which would supply all that portion
of the anneged district east of Fruitvale
avenue to the city boundary and from San Lean-
dro bay to the foothills; and

Whereas, the foot of Damon avenue offers an
ideal site for such a pumping station: and

Whereas, the only equipment necessary after
the establishment of such pumping station
would be the erection of hose houses and the
purchase of the necessary hose equipment;
therefore be it

Resolved, that the Fitchburg Improvement
club hereby indorses said salt water fire fight-
ing, sewer flushing and strect sprinkling system;
and be it further :

Resolved, that the city council bhe and Is
hereby petitioned by the Fitchburg Improvement
club to ascertain the feasibility and cost of such
a system at the earliest possible moment.

| FIBER WASTED BY
COCOANUT GROWERS

| Trinidad and Tobago Island
; Have Large Trade

| Consul Franklin D. Hale furnishes

' the following information, derived from
| official and other sources, concerning
the cocoanut industry of Trinidad and
Tobago:

The soil and clingate of these islands
are favorable to cocoanut growing and
nut production ecially along the
| coast and interi districts which come
{ within the influ ¢ of the salty atmo-
I sphere.

Undeveloped crown lands will
cost $12 an acre, and privately owned
lands, suitable for such use, frem §20
upward. Much land bought from the

government is held by speeculators, but
there are still large areas owned by
the government and by private parties
which can be purchased at reasonable
rates. The best lands in Trinidad are
! the coast lands in the south half of the
| istand. In Tobago, the island being
small, nearly all are coast lands and di-
rectly under the influence of the sea
breezes.

A tree begins to produce nuts in four
or five years after planting, and reaches
maturity in 12 or 14 years. The average
life of a healthy tree is 50 years, often
much longéer. The production of nuts
| does not aveprage more than 100 per
| mature tree. At present cocoanuts for
export are invoiced at from $13 to $22,
| a probable average of $16 per 1,000 at
4 to 5 eents per pound, and the oil at
90 ecents a gallon. The nuts are mostly
shipped to Philadelphia and New York,
the copra to Europe ands the oil to the
| other West India islands.

Coeoanut trees are planted about 150

to the aere and 15 to 18 feet apart. Un-
| skilled labor, ceoolie - labor ch'efly, iz
paid 30 to 30 cents per day, whiie the

pickers get 20 cents per 1000, and a
higher wage if the trees are very tall.
{ In some sections the trees are being
affected with bud rot, hut every effort
| known to science is being used to limit
the spread of the disease. It is not,

| however, generally prevalent, but
| works most injury in sections where
{ there is too much meisture. Insect

{ pests have also to be contended with.
but these thus far have not caused
much alarm among the producers. The
natural annual death rat. of the trees,
as stated by a leading horticulturist,
does not exceed 5 per 1,000, and 5 to 10
per cent in sections of plantations
where the bud rot prevails.

The-cocoanut industry is considered
very prdfitable and is rapidly growing
here. The largest proeducer TOWS
5.200,000 nuts a year, angther 3.000,000,
while the remainder are mostly small
{ producers.

The shells are looked upon as waste,
except as they rot and become fertil-
izer, or when used on the large estates
for road making. An effort was made
| a few years ago to utilize the fiber
|as a marketable product, but the effort
lpro:n.'ed unsuccessful, probably because
