Beautiful Edifice Is Thrown
Open to Public for the
First Time

Opening services were held yester-
day morning at the new First Baptist
church, Octavia and Waller streets.
Rev. George E. Burlingame, pastor of
the church, officiated at the services. A
large congregation was in attendance.
The chancel was beautifully decorated
with flowers.

Though the building will not be dedi-
cated until September 4, the church was
opened for services yesterday, it being
termed “occupation day.” The corner-
stone of this new edifice was laid No-
vember 13, 1909. Only 11 months were
consumed in erécting the building.

Since their building, which was lo-
cated at Eddy and Leavenworth streets,
was destroyed by fire in 1899, the
members h&ve not had an adequate
place of worship. For a time they ten-
anted a small building 'rected on their
property in Eddy street. When this
was destroyed in 1906 by the fire, they
held services at 1620 O'Farrell street,
where they have been up to the present
time.

Thig new $70,000 building is free from
debt, except $2,000 for the furnishings
and a sum for a new organ. The build-
ing is of stone structure and is one of
the most modern buildings in the city.
The auditbrium will seat 1,200 persons.
The basement is devoted for the Sunday
schools, while the upper stories are re-
served for the pastor's study and meet-
ing rooms.
