Richmond, the youngest city on San
Francisco bay, with the greatest man-
ufacturing industries, is not going to
take a back seat on the good roads
question.

Since the bond election in Contra

Costa county for good roads failed of
carrying, the citizens of Richmond are

| more determined than ever that they

will not be classed with rural commu-
nitles by having rough and unsightly

roads.
|  There is a strong feeilng in Rich-
i mond, which has sprung up since this

good roads movement failed, of dividing
the county and having the county seat

of the New “Richmond County” at
Richmond or San Pablo.
The people of Richmond feel the

blow that was given the whole commu-
nity by the election, and they are de-

00 | termined now to spend not only $500,-

000, which has been devoted to street
improvements, but to increase that
amount double.

Since the beginning of the year there
has been nearly $500,000 worth of street
contracts let, and there is over $200,000
in contracts which has not been bid.
Evidently Richmond feels that she has
outgrown being a city of the sixth
class, for she seems to he determined
to compete with Oakland and Berkeley,
not only in general improvements, but

in manufacturing and schools. Every-
where activity can be seem on the
streets. Toward the west, near the

great 'plant of the Standard Oil Com-
pany, across to the Pullman Car Com-
pany’'s plant, streets are being gi«dcd
and rocked with oil macadam: cement
sidewalks by the mile going down and
the street cars are all full of people.
Automobiles are to be seen practically
as frequently as horse vehicles, and
everybody around the whole bay seems
to be iInterested in the progress this
voung gilant is mak!ng.

There had been nothing done toward
improving streets, which were simpiy
countrg_ roads, until about one year
ago. he citizens formed themselves
into an improvement club, and Rich-
mond’'s streets today are as modern as
though the city was fifty years old.

New buildings, new banks, new resi-
dences are going up all over Richmond,
and the raplid growth of the commu-
nity has attracted the Pacific Gas and
Electric Company of San Francisco to
put down malns all over the city for
heating, cooking and lighting purposes.

It must be borne in mind that Rich-
mond is the newest city on the Pacific
Coast, being but ten yvears old, and
consequently the rapid street improve-
ments would indicate the town was on
a real estate boom, whereas such is not
the case; it is simply the natural indus-
tTial growth that demands these im-
provements.
