BRIDE OF PIONEER
HAS PASSED AWAY

REDDING. Aug. 14.
—

A fire, fanned
by a. north wrnd, destroyed 1.000,000

feet of lumber this morning in the
yards of the Turtle Bay sawmill*
causing a Joss of 1100,000 on the lum-
l-er and $15,000 on buildings and ma-
chinery adjoining the planing mill,
which, with the company's office
building, was the only property saved.

T. H. Benton was sole owner, hav-=-
ing purchased the stock- of the Turtle
Bay company two years ago. There

are 1.600,000 feet of logs in the boom,

having recently arrived from Wengler,

and a drive of 2,000,000 feet has just

been started from the same point.

Itwill be imperative for Benton to
rebuild at once to saw these logs, yf

The fire broke out in the engine

room of the mill at 8 o'clock. John
Richie, engineer, saw a spark light on

the roof of his building, a blaze start-
ing that grew beyond control before
the pumps could be started.

The mill • is on a bend of the Sac-
ramento river, half a mile from Red-
ding. The fire company from this
city fought valiantly to save two
building* and succeeded .against odds
of overwhelming heat and a scarcity
of water. Several had narrow escapes
from falling piles of blazing lumber
and light injuries were eustained in
two inetancee.

Two loaded car* were saved from
destruction by the prompt appearance
of an engin* from the main line. As
is uEuai before the opening of the
season, when much lumber is on hand,

•he insurance on mill and lumber had
been recently doubled and the loss is
more than half covered.

ageously elected to accompany her
husband. The adventurous ivoyage
was made with a handful of men and
required five months to complete.-

Doctor Tewksbury was one of the
first physicians on the coast. He built
his home in San Francisco and .lived
here continuously until his death in
1877.

PORTERVILLE, Aug. 14—According

to figures which have been completed
by the city assessor, the assessed val-
uation of property within the city lim-
its of Porterville is more than $500,000
greater this year than last.

The total assessed valuation in 1909
was *f1,400,000.

$2,000,000.

This increase is all the more re-
markable when itis^considered that the
figures of last year* were the result of
tyro arbitrary raises in the assessment,
one at the instance of the city council

SACRAMENTO, Aug. 14.—Although

positive Identification nor the name of
the thug shot last Friday night by
Policeman George Maley have not
been secured, both Mr. and Mrs. 'J. H.

Notwithstanding" the- profits of rab-
bit trapping, there Is stillenormous use
of poisons and machines for fumigat-
ing warrens, and of wire netting for
restricting", the pest. \V^:l- .' •

While the trappers prove themselves
useful to the local agriculturists in
Keeping down the number. of rabbits,
they never thoroughly exterminate
them from any particular district, for
as soon as rabbits in any special lo-
cality get scarce the trappers will' go
elsewhere to trap them.1*

American hat manufacturers seem to
be making much larger use of these
skins. During the year >1909 the de-
clared exports of . marsupial skins,
mostly rabbit skins, from the port of
Sydney to the United States' amounted
to 5595.092. which was nearly double
the value for 1908. The total amount
of rabbit and other marsupial skins in-
voiced from this consulate general for
the United States for the first three
months of 1910 was $168,697.

In many Australian towns rabbit
killingand freezing and preparing the
skins for export is a growing asset of
great value, especially during the win-
ter season, whan it enables men who
would then have no other occupation to
make a good livingand spend consider-
able money, at the country stores. Good
wages are earned 03- experienced trap-
pers, some of them making $5 to $7 a
day. L>ast spring was favorable for
the growth of feed in Australia, so
that there, has been an abundance of
summer grass for the rabbits to feed
on; moreover, the export demand, espe-
cially' for the skins, appears to be
steadily developing.'^-
