NEW YORK. Aug. 15.— Hutton's wire says:
••The market this morning was under pres-

sure of continued liquidation on account of in-
dications for rain in Texas, b«fc the official
map failed to confirm private advices of rain
and as excessive temperatures were noted the
market firmed up ln the afternoon on renewal
of boll support and short covering. The news
from the eastern belt shows continued Imprwe-
merit, but Tcxps advices as a rule were as pes-
simistic as ever and estimates of 3.500,000 bales
maximum for the state are growing popular.
Of course there are some sections of the state
that have glowing prospects and will probably
make considerably more than last year, but
Texas Is a large state and our best advices say
that prospects over central, west and south-
west Texas are very unfavorable and unles*
rains oome within a short time the crop will
\tc a failure. Receipts of new cotton at Hous-
ton are increasing rapidly owing to premature
opening of cotton on account of the" dry hot
weather, and because farmers are picking as
fast as possible. Houston has already received
to date more cotton than was received to a
similar date In 100S and It is probable that
movement of new cotton In Texas by September
1 mill break all records by being larger than
in 1906. when the state sent 93.R57 bales to
the ports before the close of season. Last
year Texas only marketed 45,425 bales of new-
cotton prior to September 1. year before last
89.441 and in 1007. 2<*.501 bnles.

"No big tj-~>p Inss orders were caught and so
f?r a« c<mi'/, be learned there appeared to be
no large stops in market, but it was lacking
in buying power and prices yielded quite read-
ily. Some thought the market was scraping
bottom yet no Important buying power devel-
oped when prices became steadied from the
lowest."

More than 1,000 sacks of the 5,000

tons of retined sugar which arrived
here the other day from New York on
the steamer Lyra, were found to be
more or less thickly coated with coal
dust when the hatcnes were taken off
the hold next to the coal bunkers. Be-
fore the ship was loaded the bulkhead
between the bunkers and this hold were
lined with buildingpaper, and over this
another layer of boards was nailed. It
was thought that the bulkhead was dust
tight. Those who believed this did not
take into consideration the power of
penetration possessed by the dust from
Pocahontas- coal.

As the sugar is refined and packed
in small white sacks all ready for the
retail market the coal stained sacks
will represent a loss which will fall,
say the underwriters, on the ship.' The
full extent of the damage will not be
known until the sacks have been opened.
It is believed, however, that coal dust
capable of making its way through tti«i
bulkhead would not be halted by a few
thicknesses of cotton sacking, that part
of the sugar will have to be re-refined
in order to get rid of .the black dia-
mond dust.
