PIONEER OF SAN
LEANDRO BURIED

Funeral of J. M.- Estudillo,
Whose Father Founded
Town, is Held

SAN LEANDRO, Aug. 17.—The fu-
neral of .J. M. Estudillo, the pioneer of
this district, who died Monday from
a stroke “of paralysis and who was
the oldest Native Son in the state, hav-
ing been bern in 1840 in San Diego,
was held today from St. Leander's
Catholic church, with only the relatives
and intimate friends in attendance.
At 9:30 o'clock Rev. Father O'Mahoney
celebrated a solemn requiem high mass
for the repose of his soul. The inter-
ment was private.

The Estudillo family has had one
of the most eventful histories in Cali-
fornia. Don Jose Joaquin Estudillo,
father of J. M. Estudillo was co-
mandante of the San Francisco Pre-
sidio until 1836, when he came to Ala-
meda county and made the first settle-
ment in KEden township, building a
house in 1837 near the San Leandro
creek about two miles from the center
of the present town of San Leandro.
In 1842 he was granted the San Lean-
dro tract of 7,000 acres by Spanish
Governor Alvarado in consideration of
military service for the Mexican gov-
ernment, He then-built the old Estu-
dillo home in Ward street, which later
served as a county courthouse for sev-
eral yvears.

J. M. Estudillo, the voungest of 11
children, was elected the first town
clerk of San Leandro in 1873 and
served two terms. He was also a
member of the board of trustees for
several terms. For 25 years he held
an important position in the auditing
department of the Southern Pacific
company. His eyesight fajled him
about three years ago.
