PEACEFUL TABBY IS '
CARRIER OF DISEASE

Common House Cat Branded
Menace to Health

It is a strong indictment that Dr. A.
K. Fisher of the biological survey of
the United States department of agri-
culture brings against the house cat.
Peaceful Tabby, the pet of the children,
he says, is a carrier of the most dan-
gerous disease germs, especially those
of tuberculosis, smallpox and diphthe-
ria, which lurk in the long, soft fur
upon which the baby-delights to rub its
Moreover, Doctor Fisher de-
clares that the cat is as susceptible to
hydrophobia as the dog, and although
they do not bite the people as often,
still cases of hydrophobia from cat
bites are not infrequent. i

The biological survey has been gath- |
ering data of disease infection caused
by cats and intends soon to publish a
bulletin citing specific cases, says the
Springfield. Mass., Union. The survey
algo advocates the passage of laws re-
quiring the: licensing of house cats,
and the extermination of stray cats, as
most of the danger is said to be caused
by the clean house cats coming in
contact with the sickly and ill cared for
alley cats. The cat is naturally a
roaming animal, and however carefully
watched will find opportunity to slink
out and mingle with dirty, infected
cats that live in squalid disease breed-
ing surroundings. ¢

M. Bergeron, a distinguished French
scientist, cites two cases in which cats
were found to be infected with tuber-
cular germs. 1In both instances the cats
were pets in families where young
girls died of tuberculosis. Soon after-
ward the cats died, and post mortem
examinations revealed unmistakable
signs of tuberculosis. -

It is also charged by Dector Fisher
that the cat spreads ringworms, a very
painful and sometimes dangerous dis-
ease, to which rats and mice are very
susceptible. From the rodents it. is
transmitted to the cats and from the
latter to human beings, especially chil-
dren. In fact, it was the frequent ap-
pearance “of ringworms on the hands
of babies in homes where cats were
kept as pets that first turned suspicion
to the cat as a germ carrjer.

Doctor Fisher also belittles the claim
of the cat to consideration as an ex-
termifiator of mice and rats, asserting
that he has learned from observation
that only about 5 per cent of cats are
mousers. Cats prefer birds to mice, he
says, and will spend twice as much
time hunting the feathered quarry. He
expresses the opinion that little harm
would be done if the whole cat tribe
were exterminated, but anticipates that
there would be too much opposition to
that. However, he believes that when
all of the facts that have beén learned
regarding the cat have been made pub-
lic mothers will be more careful about
permitting their children to fondle the
felines. ’

These views, coming from a medical
authority so high as the government
biological survey, must be regarded ‘as
something more substantial than mere
prejudice based on false conclusions
hastily arrived at. The physicians of
the department undoubtedly have been
making a careful and exhaustive in-
vestigation of the subject, and their
case against the cat is buttressed with
strong and convincing facts which will
