With a pyrotechnic display of
language, the senatorial inquiry look-
ing Into the charges against United
states District Attorney Devlin, pre-
ferred by Dr. E. B. Perrin, was brought j
to a conclusion at the Fairmont hotel
yesterday evening. Within two days

Senator Stone willhie him back to Mis-
souri, taking with him the rather slimi
bag of political game which his hunt-
ingparty to the coast brought in. After
nil these days of potting and puttering;
the only thing that could be lodged
against Roosevelt was that Police
Judge Weller said that a grand juror
iota him that Burns told the grand
jurors that Roosevelt told Burns that
he would like to see Perrin and Ben-
son prosecuted.

The proceedings yesterday consisted

FLAGSTAFF'S PUBLIC WEAL

The fireworks started with £•. P.
"Williams, private secretary of Doctor
PeTrin, who being put on the witness
stand, testified to the manner in which
an indictment was drawn against Snell
an Flagstaff. Ariz. The charge against
Snell was that of sending threaten-
ing letters, but on cross examination
it was admitted that through an over-
whelming desire to care for the pub-

lic weal of Flagstaff. Williams prom-
ised the grand jury that Perrin would
s-tand Hip expenses of the trial.

XVITNE^S EXONERATES HIMSELF

Iwas attorney for Snell in
a civil suit he had against Perrin,"
said Hillyer, "Harper called at my
office in regard to it. He spoke of set-
tling it outside the courts, and to this
both my client and myself were agree-
able. Ultimately Harper gave me to
understand that Perrin was willing to
settle for $5,700.
: "Harper told me that Perrin wished
to settle the suit in Flagstaff, Ariz.
He said that his client had to go there
on business that night, and as he was
one of the owners of"the bank in that
town it would be more convenient for
him to pay the money there.

Samuel M. Shortridge, the attorney,
was a close friend. of Platt.

In April,1902, at the time of the con-
solidation of most- of the streetcar
lines in the city under, the United Rail-
roads, the Geary street. line, which had
been under the control of the Market
street railroad company, .resumed .in-
dependent operation with Platt as presi-
dent. Platt was active recently in the
contest to prevent the.city from taking
over the Geary street railroad for mu-
nicipal operation.

RAILWAY PRESIDENT

Horace G. Platt was born in Selma,
Ala., In ISSO and came to California in

1575. His father, a clergyman, lectured
at one time on comparative jurispru-

dence at the Hastings law school. Platt
was a graduate. of the la^w department

of Yale university and began the prac-

tice of his professional! this city. For
the last 16 years he had been associated
with Richard Bayne in the law firm of
Platt & Bayne. Their offices were •in
the Crocker building.. Platt was at
first a democrat and in 1881 was elected
to the state legislature on the demo-
cratic ticket from the twenty-fourth

assembly district. That was the only
political office he ever held. When
Chris Buckley, the "blind boss" of the
democracy, was in power here, Platt
was his attorney. Up to 1596 Platt was
very active in democratic politics and
\u25a0was in demand as a political speaker.

Itwas due to his energy in his party's
cause that his health failed. In 1896,
when the democratic party came out for
free silver, Platt became a republican

and was .welcomed Into the party. , He
made several brilliant speeches in be-
half of William McKinley's candidacy

When Chauncey M. Depew, New
York's most fampus after dinner
speaker, came to San Francisco a
decade ago, it was Horace G. Platt
who was selected by his fellows to de-

fend the wit of the west in a banquet

tournament with the- scintillating
Depew.

To Platt was given the delicate task
of introducing his gifted rival from the
east, and he captured the assemblage

with a bon mot that is still repeated

wherever the English language is
played upon- \u25a0' ' . ' '

"The reputation of Mr. Depew," said
Platt, bowing to the guest of honor.-in
the old Palace hotel banqeut hall, "the
reputation of Mr. Depew of.New York
is like that of some of the tall build-
ings of that city, for it is built story

upon story." • . . . '•'_\u0084'
