SCHOOL VACATION
MAY BE CHANGED

The policy of the law wasupheld by
the judge. rThere is,", lie said,, "a
general.', consensus of opinion among
educato/s and people interested in these
matter's that fraternities in elementary
schools are an evil. They lead 'to
cliques and insubordination. Such be-
ing the case, it is myopinion the legis-
lature 1 was justified in passing a law
against them." ,'*
, In declaring the' law constitutional,
Judge Seawell sustained, the conten-
tions of J. F. English, who represented
the' city attorney's office in the case.'
The anti-fraternity law was passed' at
the last regular session of the legis-
lature. Those who objected to the fra-
ternities argued that they promoted
snobbishness and -interfered with dis-
cipline in.schools.,. \~ .«

; "t believe the law is constitutional,''
said Judgre Seawell in the courseoof
his decision. "That is. there is nothing
so seriously wrong with it that Iwould
be justified iiv declaring :it unconsti-
tutLonal. .:But in.reading this^decision
Ihave had to strain several points.

judges may Vnot take> the same view
that Ihave taken."

In,more than one instance the law was
awkwardly, expressed, said Judge Sea-
well. .
