BOOSTERS T0 MAKE
SAGRAMENTO HOWL

Modern Gladiators, With Armor
of Banners, Promise to Wage
Exposition Tourney

Capital City to Be Arena for
San Francisco’s Invading
Warriors

The steamer Isleton, carrying Pan-
ama-Pacific boosters to Sacramento for
the special sen.slon of the legislature,
will leave Washington street wharf to-
night at 9 o'clock and arrive at the
state capital tomorrow morning for‘
“Panama-Pacific Day.” On the return
trip the Isleton willi leave Sacramento
about midnight September 7, arriving
at San Francisco early the mext morn-
ing.

One of the chief aids to enthusiasm
assisting the delegations of Panama-
Pacific boosters tomorrow to secure the
passing of those two state constitu-

tional amendments that will mean $10,-
000,090 additional in funds for the ex-
position will be three great banners,
constructed of heavy canvas, which will
be stretched across the principal streets
of Sgcramento this morning.

Points on the thoroughfares have
been selected that will command the
entrances to the city and each of the
visitors crowding into the capital,
whether by train, boat, auto or wagon,
must see one of the banners above his
path. One wiil be hung at the en-
trance to the state fair grounds, an-
other near the depot, and the third on
a principal uptown street.

.The delegations of unofficlal commis-
sloners will take plenty of enthusiasm
with them, however, especially that
contingent sailing tonight at 9 o’clock
from Washington street wharf in the
steamer Isleton. Prominent men among
the 70 already booked on the steamer
are Charles C, Moore, James Rolph Jr.,
Mayor P. H. McCarthy, Congressman
J'ulius Kahn, R. P. Hale and Charles de
Young. They have intimated that
dwellc_'rs along the river will be well
acquainted with San Frantisco's claim
by the time the steamer has navigated
Lpe Stream on its round trip. Several
river towns will turn out all their in-
hapitants to greet the boosters and a
noisy time generally will take place
throughout the cruise.

R. J. Taussig stated yesterday that
nearly every stateroom on the Isleton
has been taken and those applyving for
accommodations today after the Isle-
ton has been filled to capaclty will be
refell'red to the Panama-Pacific day
special of the California development
board, which will leave San Francisco
for S'acramento at 7 o'tlock tomorrow
morning. This excursion train will re-
turn tomorrow evening, but the low
rate tickets will be good for a six day
stay,

Many of the enthusiasts will remain
tw«? days to aid the Isleton boosters in
seeing the amendments safely through.
Those who go on the steamer will oc-
cupy their staterooms Tuesday night,
when the vessel will be tied up at Sac-
ramento, as well as on the two nights
when it is making the trip up and
back. They are entitled aiso to three
breakfasts on board—one Tuesday
morning when the steamer is drawing
near Sacramento, one Wednesday morn-
Ing while the boat is at the capital,
and one Thursday morning as the Isle-
ton is pulling into San Francisco.

One of the special features of the
Isleton voyage will be the boosting
banners that will drape the vessel from
stem to stern. Thus every one along
the .?at‘ramentr) river that sees the
vessel will know where § S
and why. Ao d

Many of the wealthy bottom land
farmers have written that they will
get into their launches as the Isleton
comes along and accompany it to Sac-
ramento and full half a hundred of
these attendant craft are expected to
be chugging behind the Isleton as it
steams into the capital.

The Northern Electric railway,
Southern Pacific and Western Pacific
will carry extra cars on all their trains
into Sacramento Tuesday to accommo-
date the crowds that are expected ‘to
attend the special sessign and inci-
dentally take in the state fair and
Fiesta of the Dawn of Gold.

Many excursion trains will be run,
especially by the Southern Pacific and
Northern Electric from the smaller
towns neighboring on Sacramento.
Oroville now has two main lines into
Sacramento—the Northern Electric and
Western Pacific—and the electric road
also runs directly from Chico and
Marysville. The Southern Pacific has
motor car service to Stockton, Placer-
Folsom, Auburn, TFair Oaks,
Woodland and Davis, and special trains
of these speedy cars will be run.

It is believed by the directors of the
Panama-Pacific exposition that the
size and nature of the demonstration
at Sacramento tomorrow will be used
by congress to gauge the strength of
sentiment in California favoring the
exposition for this state, and because
of this the directors urge that every
citizen who can make the trip do so
and be ready to show by his enthu-
siasm just how he feels. All those
who have had an opportunity to judge
say that the session of the legislature
will be a short one, because the legis-
lators will be unanimously.for ¢he ex-
position.

However short it be, the directors
feel that it should be charged with an
enthusiasm that will be heard dis-
tinetly as far east as Washington and
echo around the halls of congress until
the representatives and senators have
assembled there in December to decide
whether or not San Francisco shall
celebrate the opening of the Panama

canal.

Stanford Freshman Collapses
From Hardships Endured
on Auto Trip

Students Deny That Youth Was

of college life they would not brandl
their own numerals on a freshman. f
Further indication that the captors |

were not students bent on hazing, but
robbers bent on plunder, is pointed out
in the action of the men in taking
Foote's money. The police say that it
was natural that they would not keep
his watch, as all accomplished thieves
know that to keep such a pieece of evi-
dence might lead to their capture.

Foote was in a neighborhood un-
known and never beforg visited by him
when he found the five men waiting in
their auto, and this seems to indicate
that he was mistaken for some one
else. He had gone to the postoffice to
mail a letter to his parents in Kalispell,
Mont.,, and walked out of his way to
Waverley street in order to avoid the
attentions of some sophomores he saw
standing where he must pass them.
HAZED TWICE THIS TERM

Foote twice during this term has
been in the hands of the sephomores,
but both times he complied good na-
turedly with their commands and made
no enemies among them. He is Wtfll;
liked by those few who know him. On/
one occasion the sophomores made H’:er
student stand on a chair and give his
high school yell, flapping his arms/|
meanwhile, as a rooster flaps his wings
when he crows, and again they had him
regale them with song. After this per-
formance the youth was made to strip
and then he was ‘‘tubbed.” The boy
went through the affair laughingly and
was released with a good natured slap
on the back.

It is known that Foote never drinks
or smokes, and that he is very quiet in
his habits. Those who knew him in|
his home town speak highly of his in-
dustry and modesty.

Te story told by the student after his
return here last night tallied in every
respect with the one told Chief of Po-
lice Ahern in Sacramento when Foote
walked into Sacramento Friday, worn
out and moneyless. According to his
statement the men who kidnaped him
wore false mustaches and disguised
themselves as well as possible, but he
believes all of them to be somewhat
under 30 years of age. He says he
imagines that students would have car-
ried out just such a wild program with
him, but for all that he does not be-
lieve that his captors were students.
