MEN ORGANIZE

National Association Formed in
New York City to Have
Coast Branch

By R. R. ’HOMMEDIEU

Fully to appreciate the important po-

lsitiﬂn that the electric vehicle has as-
isumc»d in the automobile world one
| has only to consider that the manu-

facture of electrics has grown to such
importance that it has been
for the makers of these vehicles to
form a national association. The or-
ganization has been formed looking to
gredter co-aoperation between the mak-
ers and the producers of electric power
current. The new organization, which
is known as the Electric Vehicle Asso-
ciation of America, has been incor-
porated at Albany, N, Y., and is to
have its principal offices in New York
city. The new association is in no
sense a combination of makers of elec-
tric vehicle and battery manufacturers,
as the active membership is ‘equally
open to central station corporations,
makers of motors and electric vehicle
body manufacturers, while owners of
electric vehicles and others who are
interested in the electric vehicle trans-
portation problem are eligible to the
honorary membership list.

Chief among the objects of the asso-
ciation is the prometion of the adop-
tion and use of electric vehicles hy the
public for pleasure and commercial
purposes and active co-operative work
among the concerns supplying electric
power and the companies making the
vehicles. -

An organization known as the Elec-
tric Vehicle and Central Station associa-
tion, which has been active in this di-
rection in New England, is to be ab-
sorbed, and the Pacific Coast electric
vehicle association has indicated its de-
sire to affiliate with the new national
body. In addition to the offices in New
York branch offices are to be estab-
to be estahlished in the near future in
Boston and in San Francisco, while the
branch office system later may be ex-
tended to include practically every
large city in the United §lates.
