UPHOLSTERERS ASK
FOR HIGHER WAGES

Shop Stewards Will Interview
Employers and Insist Upon
Demands of Union

The uphoisterers’
union instructed
» the shop stewards
yesterday to interview the proprietors
this morning and insist upon the de-

mands of the union. In case of a re-
fusal no union man will be allowed to
g0 to work.

*At the joint meeting of the Cabinet
manufacturers’ asseciation and the
Furniture dealers’ assoeciation Satur-
day a comrhunication was sent to the
union in which it was stated that no
raise in wages could be granted. The
employers alleged that it was impos-
sible for them to pay more wages and
compete with the east and some of the
Pacific coast cities.

Conferences have been going on for
the last two months between the pro-
prietors and employes. At no time
would the employers talk of a compro-
mise. They have held from the first
that an advanée in wages was impos-
sible.

The union is asking a raise of 50
cents a day—from $3.50 to $4. High
cost of living and rents are the main
reasons for asking for the increase. The
$4 rate prevails in New York city.

It js said that the increase has al-
ready been granted in a few shops.
There will be no disturbance in those
places.

The union is called to meet today at
1 p. m. at headquarters, 342 Van Ness
avenue, to hear the report of the shop
stewards. At this meeting a strike
committee will he appointed and a line
of action mapped out.

BERKELEY SECRETARY
OPPOSES ANNEXATION

Wells Drury Writes Reply to
Richard J. Montgomery'

BERKELEY, Sept. 11.—Wells Drury,
secretary of the Berkeley c¢hamber of
commerce, has written a reply to the
proponents of consolidation of Berkeley
and Oakland, addressing his statements
to Richard J. Montgomery, who a few
days ago in an open letter advanced
an argument for the anmnexation of the

i college town to Oakland.

Montgomery based his argument on
economy, pointing out that Oakland's
bonded indebtedness would not fall on
Berkeley even if annexation ecarried,
and that a material saving would re-
sult from lessening the number of of-
fice holders and city governments. He
asserted that better government would
result to Berkeley, with better fire and

| police protection,

“It is not conceded,” rveplied Drury,
“that annexation wouid: be more
economical—facts and figures are pro-
| duced to show exactly the opposite—
but even if it were true that some
money could be saved, the argument
would be unconvincing. Mere cheap-
ness is not the thing to be desired.
Annexation would interfere with the
orderly management of a community

| acting under a charter which is recog-

nized as a model, not only in California,
but throughout the country.”
