COTTON INDUSTRY IN
RUSSIA IS GROWING

Empire Raﬁks Third Among
European Countries

The cotton manufacturing industry
in Russia, which had been previously
a mere cottage industry, began to be
organized on modern lines about 1825,
and large factories sprang up soon aft-
erward. One large firm obtained per-
mission to import English textile ma-
chinery in 1840 and this firm fitted up
and obtained an interest in as many as
122 factories., The larggst one of these
was built at Narva in 1856, and con-
tains at the present time 461,900 spin-
dles and 3,028 looms driven by water
power. These mills produce about
$6,180,000 worth of spun cotton per an-
num, employving 5,400 hands. Another
large factory, located at Yaroslav, pro-
duces about $6,000,000 worth, having
277,100 spindles and employing about
10,000 hands.

The largest cotton goods producers
in Russia are two firms in the Lodz
district, producing about $7,725,000 per
annum each and employing 253,000
spindles, 4,826 looms and 7,000 hands,
and 138,300 spindles, 4,437 looms and
6,600 hands, respectively. There are
several mills producing between $2,750,-
000 and $5,150,000 per annum, and these
are fairly well distributed over the
empire, ’

Russia ranks third among European
countries in the number of. spindles.,
There are now 8,076,460 spindles being
operated, of which 7,747,440 are spin-
ning spindles and 829,020 twist spin-
dles. In the Moscow district there are
4,805,045 spinning spindles and 29,720
twist spindles; in the Baltic provinces,
1,650,536 spinning spindles and 256,000
twist spindles; in Poland, 1,228,665
spinning spindles and 41,900 twist spin-
dles; in all other parts of the empire,
63,200 spinning spindles and 1,200 twist
spindles. Besides 137,964 automatic
and 2,000 hand looms operated by mills
there are about 40,000 hand looms used
by the peasants.

HONGKONG WANTS
WIRELESS SYSTEM

British Home Government,
However, Refuses an Ofier

In stating that great interest has
lately been taken in Hongkong in the
question of wireless telegraphy, Vice
Consul General Stuart J. Fuller com-
ments:

“Those interested in merchant ship-
ping desire that a commercial wireless
station be established in Hongkong,
and the chamber of commerce and many
influential residents in the colony have
strongly wurged it. A proposal was
made last fall by an American company
to establish a wireless station here to
do a commercial business. They were
prepared to put in a first class instal-
lation, capable of communicating with
Manila, Singapore, Shanghai and Yoko-
hama, and though they did not believe
that the station would be profitable for
some time they were prepared to bear
the early losses in consideration of a
license giving them the sole right to
conduct a commercial wireless tele-
graph business for 25 years, with the
proviso that the government shoul
have the right to purchase the station
and business at a valuation at the end
of 10, 15, 20 or 25 years. The propo-
sition was referred to the colonial of-
fice in London, but was not'accepted.

“At present there are no facilities in
the colony for handling commercial
messages by wireless, although the
American, German and Japanese mail
steamers calling at the port are being
equipped with the apparatus,”

AMERICAN THEATER TO
BE BUILT IN SMYRNA

Yankee Residents of City Begin
Construction of Building

Consul General Ernest L. Harris
writes that a number of resident Amer-
ijcans in Smyrna have combined and
purchased a large building site in that
Asiatic Turkey metropolis and are now
erecting a theater building modeled
after the latest approved European-
American plans.

PROPOSALS MADE

visors Will Consider the
- Offers Today

Five temporéry city hall propositions
came before the bofird of supervisors
yvesterday and will be taken up by
the building committee at a special
session today, most of the supervisors
having accepted the committee’'s invi-

tation to be present and aid in consid-
ering the offers. The proposals follow:

To build on the old city’hall site,
Brady, Sturges & Co. advancing
the new proposal yesterday to erect
on the city’s ground a $225,000 re-
inforeced concrete structure con-
taining 120,000 feet, floor space to
be leased to the city for six years
at $3,900 per month, or a total of
$280,800. The firm set forth that
the building might be so construct-
ed as to form part of the perma-
nent city hall.

The De Lisle realty company re-
vived the proposition to build for
the city at the northwest corner of
Mission and Eighth streets, offer-
ing to put up a 00,000 structure,
with 114,000 squatxe feet of space
and rent it for six years at $6,000
per month.

The Land title company present-
ed #ts offer to build on the old
Mechanics’  pavilion lot a seven
story reinforced concrete structure
with 135,000 square feet of space
and to lease for five years at $5,250
per month, L4

George Skaller renewed the offer
of Hartland Law to renovate the
Rialto building and to lease it at
$5,900 per month, reducing the
term from six years to three and
a half years with optional monthly
rental thereafter, /

The offer of the Lincoln realty
company and of L. P. Lankershim
to build at Fifth and Jessie streets
for a six year lease and a $5,000
monthly rental was presented with
the committee’s tentative approval.
Skaller insisted that each of the pro-

ponents should put up a cash bond as
an evidence of good faith, particularly
in view of the failure of the con-
tractor whos undertook to build at
Eighth and Mission streets, but the
board put over all consideration to to-
day’'s hearing.

Oun her case being calleq she dis-
charged her own counsel and made a
motion that the case be dismissed, as
the indictment was not properly drawn.
Inasmuch as she had previously pleaded
not guilty and thereby put the case at
issue, Judge Dunne refused to listen to
her motion. She became somewhat loud
and a deputy sheriff was told to take
her away.

On reaching the corridor she refused
to go a step farther and started to cre-
ate a scene, declaring she had been
trickad and that she was not being
given a fair opportunity defending
herself. The woman was almost beside
herself with anger and Atterney Philip
C. Boardman, who was on the scene,
interested himself in hier case. He re-
turned te Judge Dunne's court to asle
to have the plea of not guilty with-
| drawn so that she could make her mo-
tion for dismissal of the charge.
